(Ruidoso Downs, NM) Ruidoso Downs Racetrack will run the 2025 All American
Futurity, Derby and Oaks at Albuguerque Downs on Labor Day again this year, track owner
Johnny Trotter announced today.

“Under our current circumstances we are grateful to Albuguerque Downs owner
Paul Blanchard that he has graciously offered to host the All American again,” Trotter said.
“The recent events are unfortunate for everyone associated with Ruidoso Downs, but we
are happy to announce that our signature race will have the opportunity to move forward
this year.”

It marks the second straight year that the All American races have been moved from
their home at Ruidoso Downs. The racetrack and property suffered significant damage
from the flooding event that occurred on Tuesday, July 8th which has made the current
racing season impossible to continue.

“After having met with Governor Michelle Luhan Grisham today, we remain
confident that there we will be horse racing again at Ruidoso Downs in 2026,” Trotter said.
“We have been assured that corrective measures will be taken by the state of New Mexico
to improve flood control. However, we did need to make an immediate decision about this
year’s All American on behalf of our horse owners and trainers and that's what we are
announcing today.”

Zia Park Derby and Oaks.

hard!”

A quick trip to Kentucky left them
the proud owners of two prime
stallions, brothers Bobby Ben and
Benny Bob. With,the addition of a few
choice broodmares, the Foutz name
was firmly planted in New Mexico
racing.

“We made the choice to breed our
own babies, see them grow and watch
them run because, put simply, that’s
what we enjoy,” Mrs. Foutz said.

What started almost a lifetime ago
as a one-horse hobby has grown into
the spacious horse operation that is
home to several dozen quality brood-
mares, stallions and foals. There are
two Foutz farms in the San Juan area,
providing different services.

The facility in Farmington, for
instance, is for breeding. Mares and
stallions are stabled there, along with
the newest crop of foals.

John Candelaria, who manages
the 170-acre farm, lives on-site and is
involved in every aspect of breeding
and mare and foal care. Four of the
farm’s 20 stalls are big, nursery stalls.

Despite it’s modern equipment and
practices, the farm has a look of pure
nostalgia about it. Mares, some heavy
with foal, graze beside the new babies
in the shaded pastures that abut the
lczy San Juan river. Huge, ancient
cottonwoods stand guard near the
centuries-old, pioneer-era barn on one
corner of the farm. The feeling is easy,
warm, comfortable. It’s not difficult to
imagine that the year is 1891, instead
of 1991.

The other farm, however, located a
short distance away in Kirtland, is all
new age. It sports a four-furlong race
track and a training facility where son
Andrew and trainer Joe Candelaria
see to the instruction and care of the
young racers. After the babies are
fully conditioned, they’re sent to San
Juan Downs in Farmington to begin
their racing career.

Throughout their years in racing,
the couple has seen a lot of changes in
the industry.

“The bloodlines have improved
tremendously since we first started,”
said Mrs. Foutz. “They’re running
better horses today than ever before--
faster, more proficient. Racing is an
exciting business, and for us, a costly
hobby, but it’s the only one we have
and we love it,” she added.

A costly hobby it may be, but the
rewards from the venture are quite
similar to those emanating from a
well-run, profitable business. Foutz
horses won more than 40 races at San
Juan Downs last season alone.

They also won and placed in races at
the prestigeous The Lineage in June.

As if racing alone didn’t keep the
couple busy enough, they also own and
operate The Indian Room. The store is
a marvelous hodgepodge of old and
new Indian arts and crafts. The back
room looks like a museum with its
collection of old, yet still colorful,
Indian rugs, authentic Indian buckskin
clothing, delicate papoose boards and
earthen pottery. It’s a delightful step
back in time, but Mrs. Foutz says she
prefers the present and its possibilities
to the past with its “knowns.”

“The excitement of success, of the

possibilities, is a big part of what keeps us going,”
she affirmed with a smile. Another big part is
money. “Our racing operation would be quickly
curtailed without the incentive awards from the
New Mexico Horse Breeders’ Association. The
NMHB incentive money is what keeps us--and
other breeders--in business and in the winners

circle.”

The name of the game is winning, but even
that can have its drawbacks, Mrs. Foutz jokes.
Apparently, she and her husband have nearly run
out of room for their accumulated trophies and
blankets. With the successes they’ve shown the
past 50 years, the possibilities are great that
they’re just going to have to build more shelves.
