Letter to the members:

The NMHBA Annual Meeting and the 55th Annual Zia
Awards Banquet was held on January 26th, 2017. It was a
good gathering (111 members) for the annual meeting during
the afternoon and a nice celebration in the evening. Eighteen
awards were presented to the breeders, owners and trainers for
the horses that had excelled in 2016,

Two changes to the breed rules — one for Thoroughbreds and
one for Quarter Horses — passed in the general election with over
sixty percent voting in favor. These new rules will allow a mare in
foal to leave the state at some time during her pregnancy as long
as she is returned to the state to foal. Documentation and a fee
are required. More information can be found on the NMHBA
web site. The third proposal on the ballot was approved for the
NMHBA to charge a handling fee for checks that are provided to
non-members. While the members approved this overwhelmingly,
we still have to ensure this does not violate any state laws.

The membership also elected two new members to the
board - Dr. Miguel Gallegos and Debra Laney. Both bring a
wealth of experience in the business and we welcome these two
and look forward to working with them. Leaving the board
are William “Bill” Walker and Steve Prather. Bill served several
terms on the board and was a past president who provided
many hours of service. Steve served a couple of terms and
brought a lot of industry knowledge. We wish them both well.

Every organization has their normal day-to-day activities.
In the case of NMHBA, our day-to-day activities include
maintaining the registry and managing the awards funds. It’s
a big job and our staff (Anna Fay, Mary and Leslie) work hard
to make sure it is done professionally. What every organization
also needs are those leaders who provide the directions for
the future of the organization. This responsibility falls on
the board of trustees — a twelve member board entrusted by
the membership to ensure the viability of the organization.
The current board is a good cross-section of the NMHBA

membership. The board has six QH trustees and six TB
trustees with over three hundred combined years of expericnce
in the industry. We have five small breeders, three mid-size
breeders and four large breeders representing some of the
smallest breed operations and a couple of the largest operations.

The Annual Meeting was held January 26, 2017 at the Marriott

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Dr. Kevin Blach of Roswell, New
Mexico, is currently serving his second
stint on the New Mexico Horse Breeders’
Association board of trustees. A pative
New Mexican, he was first elected to the
board in the late 1980s, and he served as
NMHBA president in R

Dr. Blach’s roots in New Mexico and
the state’s horse racing industry run deep.
He is the son of Dr. Leonard and Joanne
Blach. A noted veterinarian, Leonard Blach
Was recently appointed to the New Mexico
Racing Commission by Gov. Susana Mar-
tinez, and he is wel] known for having
opened the first equine surgical hospital in

New Mexico and for the exploits of 2009
Kentucky Derby (G1) winner Mine That
Bird, a son of Birdstone who he raced with
Mark Allen of Roswell.

Kevin Blach has followed in his father’s
footsteps. A graduate of Goddard High
School in Roswell, he then attended Colo-
rado Stare University in Fort Collins, where
he carned a B.S. Degree in Aninal Science
in 1982 and a Doctorate of Veterinary
Medicine Degree tour vears later,

In 1995, Dr. Blach and one of his veter-
nary school classmates, Bruce Garnmill, opened
South Springs Animal Hospital in Roswell,

“It’s a mixed-animal practice,” he says.
“Most of the small animal work falls to
Bruce and most of the horse work falls to
me, and we sort of split the dairy and ranch,

cattle work,”

It stands to reason that Dr. Blach would
handle most of South Springs® horse veteri-
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nary work, as he has been around racehors-
¢s all of his [ife. His father managed Bueng
Suerte Equine in Roswell and oversaw the
careers of several of Quarter Horse racing’s
Most prominent stallions, including world
champions Go Man Go and Easy Jer.

“My dad was 2 large animal veterinar-
1an, and he would take me with him to The
Downs at Santa Fe even when T wag very
young,” Dr. Blach recalls, «] couldn’t do
much excepr help stock his truck and be a
gofer for him. When [ gort older, some of
my activities increased and I started helping
hold x-ray plates and ‘race jugs.”

“The Hispanic Population is in the
majority in northern New Mexico, and
there was a group of trainers that every-
one affectionately called the Green Chile
Mafia,” he adds. “I still see some of those
guys from time to time. I remember we
would have cookouts, and I became friends
with people like Keith and Marilyn Asmus-
sen, Brad Tate, and Gordon Crone.”

“I.don’t advertise him much, but he is far-
v popular at the local level,” Dr. Blach says.

Dr. Blach has three grown children,
daughrers Chloe, 26, and Abbie, 22. and
son Ranin, 23, He recently visited with our
magazine for an interview.
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NMHBA Magazine: Your father is a legend-
ary figure in New Mexico racing, even before
Mine That Bird’s success and the movie
about the horse’s life, “50-to-1.” Talk about
how Buena Suerte Ranch got started.

Dr. Kevin Blach: In the 1970s, a lady
named Harriett Peckham was living in
Houston and was thinking about moving
qer horse operation to Roswell, and she
was part owner of (three-time world cham-
pion and American Quarter Horse Hall ot
Fame member) Go Man Go. Originally she
fad hired my dad as sort of a consultant to
oversee the building of her farm, which was
:0 be called Buena Suerte Ranch.

My dad eventually decided to leave his
weterinary practice in Santa Fe and become
the resident veterinarian at Buena Suerte.

I moved there with our family in the mid-
1970s. Over the vears, Buena Suerte grew
i size and stature. At one point, it was
arobably considered the premiere Quarter
Horse breeding farm in the southwest.

I learned to do just about anvthing vou
can imagine having to do with a breed-
iag farm. There were some vears when we
ored more than 1,000 mares there. We had
z large family of Mexican nationals that
worked there whose last name was Jiminez.
[ grew very close to them and became tlu-
ent in the Spanish language, something
which T try not to take for granted.

NMHBA Magazine: Have vou owned, bred,
or been involved with any racehorses our
readers might be tamiliar with?

Dr. Blach: One of the first horses I bred was
an Easy Jet colt named Pajaro Chico. I was
still a teenager and I sold him as a yearling,
and (in 1980) he won the first consolation
of the All American Futurity.

One vear my dad and I were partners on
3 Thoroughbred filly named Me Member
Me. She broke her maiden in the (1996)
Dessie Sawyer Futurity at the State Fair
meet in Albuquerque and paid $140 to
win, but neither of us saw it in person. I
was pregancy-testing cows at the sale barn
that day thinking she didn’t have much of a
chance and that I’d better keep my day job.

I usually raise three or four foals a year.
I like to buy cheap problem mares and trv
0 get them in foal. I usually send one to
the track every vear and I normally get a
few partners involved in the ownership. I
aever have much trouble tinding partners
o race with. I’d say I probably won’t end
up in the Hall of Fame, but I haven’t lost a
fortune trving and I’ve had a lot of fun.

Now, the horses ’ve had involvement
around are a ditferent story. From the
days at Buena Suerte there was Go Man

Go, Easy Jet, Rocket Wrangler, St Bar,
and Truckle Feature. Many of the great
racing mares would visit Buena Suerte,
like (AQHA champions) Charger Bar and
Dashingly, as would the dams ot many of
the champion Quarter Horses of that era.
My good friend Bubba Cascio broke
(two-time world champion) Dash For Cash
across the road from our house. That farm
is currently owned by Mark Allen, and he

and my dad teamed up to win the Kentucky

Derby with Mine That Bird. Other than
the birth of my children, being at Churchill
Downs that day and watching some New
Mexico guys win the Kentucky Derby is the
most exciting memory of my life.

NMHBA Magazine: Why did you decide to
run for a board position again, and what
do vou think are the major issues tacing
our state’s racing industrv?

Dr. Blach: My children are now grown, and
I enjoyed being a board member before. I
think that people who care about the horse
industry need to participate and contribute
when they can.

The major issue I see is the contraction
of the racing industry. Fewer horses are
being bred and raised nationwide. The
ripple effect of this trend is leading to
smaller field sizes and either fewer races per
dav or tewer races per week.

But I remain optimistic about the future
of horse racing. I’ve worked for horse
owners who ve never seen halter and
lead one of their own horses who are very
successtul. On the other hand, I’ve worked
tor horse owners who were really great
horsemen, but they couldn’t survive because
they didn’t have enough business sense.

We have a great mix ot horse people
in New Mexico. I remember when Elsic
Kitchens won the All American Futurity
with Real Wind. Other people with more
knowledge and more resources have spent
decades trying to win that race. When the
“little guv™ does good it gives others hope,
and the “big guys” just try that much
harder. Both ot those are good things.

NMHBA Magazine: The issuc of New
Mexico tracks running separate meets for
Thoroughbreds and Quarter Horses has
often come up recenty. How do vou feel
about this?

Dr. Blach: If you talk to Quarter Horse
owners, breeders, and trainers, split meets
would cause adverse effects. The Thor-
oughbred owners, breeders, and trainers
probably can see benefits.

I have thought a lot about this issue.
From what I’ve been able to gather, that

decision is probably entirely in the hands
ot the racetracks and the manner in which
they submit their applications for race dates
to the New Mexico Racing Commission.

NMHBA Magazine: New racing fans can
eventually become racchorse breeders and
owners. What do vou think the racing
industry can do to attract new fans?

Dr. Blach: I never wager huge amounts
but, I like to gamble. Years ago I
returnished a full-sized Las Vegas style
craps table, and I have it in my house.
About a vear ago my mother Joanne and
her “Red Hat Society” buddies were
looking for a new adventure.

I have played enough dice that I can
figure the odds and run a craps game
acceptably. About 10 of these ladies
showed up. They bought in for $2 ecach
most had never played before. Their bets
were like 5 or 10 cents, and they plaved
for three hours. The money they won or
lost was meaningless but, to them the
entertainment value was priceless.

A couple of them told me later that
the little game we played exposed them
enough and encouraged them enough that
when they went to play the slots at the Inn
of the Mountain Gods they decided to try
their luck at the craps table. And just like
that two new fans emerge.

Horse racing survives only because we
have a betting public. In New Mexico we
owe much of our survival to Racinos. I think
racetracks sometimes get a bad rap. The
concerns over race days, number of New
Mexico-bred races, a bias towards favoring
one breed over another are all valid. On the
other hand we as an association could do
better job of helping to fill the stands and
make our product more enticing. We can’t
lose sight of what fuels our engine.

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y age five, Nancy Summers could

ride a horse bareback. Getting

aboard the animal, however, was a
whole other matter.

But when you’re the great, great
granddaughter of Manuel Antonio Chaves,
one of the most iconic and intriguing
figures in the history of the Southwest, a
little innovation comes naturally.

So if there was no one around to give
her a boost and no fence to use as a ladder,
Nancy simply tapped into some horse sense.

“I’d carry grain in my pocket and when
we got out there, I’d take the grain and
put it on the ground,” says Nancy. Her
palomino mare, Bright Fluff, would drop
her head to nibble on the grain and Nancy
would crawl on top of the mare’s head.

“Then I’d kick her in the jaw,” says
Nancy. “She’d throw her head up and toss
me onto her back.”

Apparently like a good gymnast, Nancy
more often than not stuck the landing.

That was the infancy stage of Nancy’s
lifelong commitment to horses. The
beginning of a journey that would take
her to the show ring, rodeo arenas and
eventually to her childhood ambition of
becoming a jockey.

In a riding career of some 32 years,
Nancy won plenty of races and worked
through the collateral damage that’s
part of the sport. She had numerous
“wrecks” on the racetrack, was knocked
unconscious and sustained at least five
concussions.

The first concussion was at Turf
Paradise in Phoenix. She went into the
jock’s room and there was a program with
the date of December 24th on it.

“For the life of me,” she says now,

“I couldn’t remember why that was an
important date.”

Nancy says after the fifth concussion—this

one at Sunland Park—she didn’t even go to
the hospital. This time, she couldn’t tell the
paramedics treating her where she lived.
Remarkably, she never broke a bone
and the longest time she was sidelined
was nine months, after having to undergo

surgery a second time for a torn rotator
cuft, Adventure and survival have been
part of the fabric in Nancy’s family tree
for generations, dating back certainly to
the 1800s and her great, great grandfather
on her dad’s maternal side. Manuel
Antonio Chaves, according to biographical
information from historians, was born

in 1818 in the Albuquerque hamlet of
Atrisco, which at that time was part of the
Spanish Empire.

During his lifetime—he died in 1889—
he fought for the Mexican and American
armies and fought on the Union side
when the Civil War stretched into the New
Mexico territory. Chaves was the subject of a
novel by historian and writer Marc Simmons
entitled “Little Lion of The Southwest.”
Simmons wrote that El Leoncito (the little
lion) was Chaves’ nickname.

Among his reported exploits, Chaves, at
about age 16, was among a party of about

) i

50 who tried to carry out a slave-taking
raid in territory occupied by Navajos. But
the group ran into thousands of Navajos
and were overpowered. Chaves was the
only member of his group to survive and
despite suffering arrow wounds, managed
to make his way home—a distance of
about 200 miles. Nancy’s dad passed
away in November 2015. Her mom,
Ruth Summers, lives on a family tract of
land in Ribera, N.M. At age 87, she still
drives her SUV and does yoga and tai chi
exercises weekly. Summers won 1,465
races, 908 of those on thoroughbreds
and the rest on quarter horses. Those
1,400-plus wins don’t include the wins
she had on the Arizona Fair circuit early
on in her career.

Nancy’s trips to the winner’s circle
spanned states from California to
Minnesota, but she did most of her
riding in New Mexico after 1988.
Here, she rode in two All American
Futurities—finishing third with
Treacherously in 1993 and fourth with
Honor Ease in 1997.
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Her stakes wins on Treacherously
included the 1993 Ruidoso and Rainbow
cuturities and the 1994 West Texas Derby.

Aboard Honor Ease she won the West
Texas Futurity his 2-year-old season and
the Rainbow Derby the following year. In
the Rainbow Futurity, the day was hot and
muggy. Nancy dropped her whip several
-amps out of the gate and had to hand-ride
Treacherously the rest of the way. Was she
concerned?

“I was already two lengths in front, so
zot a lot,” she says.

She also scored stakes wins with Real
Six Time and Secret Cash Runaway. Nancy
zuit riding-—not by choice she’s quick to
soint out—in the fall of 2015. A rare and
s vet not fully diagnosed health condition
zhat in simplest terms can be described as a
sorm of vertigo, forced her to stop riding.

The problem developed without
sarning and came on overnight.

“I rode races that day (in August 2015)
=1 Farmington,” she says. “I woke up the
zext morning and everything moved. If I
moved, it moved.”

Over the last 20 months, Nancy has been
0 the Mayo Clinic in Phoenix and been
zxamined by countless doctors. She’s tried
zcupuncture, has attended various clinics
z1d done a variety of exercises. Nothing
works very well or for very long. She says
she’s lost about 20 percent of her balance.

“They say I have bilateral vestibular
toss, which means the balance system in my
zead has quit working. That my eyes don’t
calibrate. If 'm on my pony and try to
look at something, it shakes,” says Nancy.
-It’s like a bunch of marbles in my head
came unglued. And they don’t know why
:nd they don’t know how to fix it. And
they don’t think it will ever get better.”

Walking around with her eyes closed
zelps. So does staying as still as possible.
Which, as anyone who knows Nancy will
zrtest, is for her practically impossible.

Which may explain why just seven
months after she rode her last race, Nancy
started training. She took over a half
dozen horses owned by her dad. In less
than a year she built up her stable with
horses from owners like Archie Gang,
Donna and Dwain Eaton of Colorado,
D.J. Elkins from Farmington and Teed
Oft Stables. Last August she purchased six
choroughbreds at the Ruidoso sale.

During the current Sunland meet, her
stable contained about two dozen horses,
with 20 of them in training to run. They
zre a mix of thoroughbreds and quarter
forses, from maidens to stakes horses.

Like when she was riding, the horses she
zow trains consistently light the board.

Winning, says Nancy, “is everything.”

Those competitive genes emerged
very carly, back in the day when she and
her older brother, Amado, would match
race against each other in the open space
that surrounded the family’s home on the
northern outskirts of Santa Fe.

Nancy was five or six, her brother two
years older.

“We used to race our horses bareback
because we weren’t old enough to saddle
them,” says Nancy. “He (Amado) would
get on his horse and outrun me. Then I’d
cry because his horse was faster. So he’d
get on my horse, I’d get on his, and he’d
outrun me on my own horse.”

The Summers kids—sisters Kathy, Nancy
and Carrie and brother Amado—grew
up competing in local horse shows, then
progressed to the larger AQHA circuit. At
age 11, Nancy won the New Mexico state
AQHA All Around saddle aboard a horse
(Bright Fox Honey) she inherited from
Kathy after Kathy started competing in
high school rodeos.

Nancy continued to show horses and
in the process began working with Jerry
Kimsey, a world class performance horse
trainer. When she got to high school,
Nancy made the transition to rodeoing.
She spent the summer months working at
Kimsey’s ranch in Las Vegas, N.M., saddling,
riding and exercising his roping horses.

She also competed in high school
rodeos in all events, from barrel racing to
goat tying to breakaway roping.

Kimsey has known Nancy for more than
40 years. He met her when she was 11
years old.

“She was a competitor. She was a
feisty little gal who wanted to be a world
champion (in showing horses). She was the
most competitive person you’ve ever seen,
says Kimsey. “All she ever wanted to do
was be a jockey. She wanted to run barrels
and be a jockey.”

Nancy graduated from Santa Fe High
in 1980 and enrolled at Eastern New
Mexico University that fall. Feeling she did
not have a good enough horse to compete
in college rodeos, she left ENMU after
one semester.

“I decided to get a job that spring and
go to UNM in the fall,” says Nancy.

At that point in her life, Nancy wasn’t
sure what she wanted to do.

“As a little girl, I wanted to be a
veterinarian, but I probably wasn’t serious
enough in school to do that. Later in life
it was being an actress or a jockey. I was
taking drama in school but I just couldn’t
figure out what to major in.”

Mom and trainer Casey Darnell would
deal Nancy her next hand.

By the summer of 1981, horse racing
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was very much a part of the Santa Fe
landscape. The Downs at Santa Fe was
thriving and Nancy’s mom, Ruth, got her a
job in Darnell’s barn.

“At that point, I had never been to the
racetrack,” says Nancy.

She worked as a groom cleaning stalls
from 6 a.m. to 10 a.m., seven days a week.

“It didn’t take very long to see that
being the gallop boy would be a better
job,” says Nancy. “I was bugging Casey, so
one day he said, ‘you want to get on this
horse’? “Back then you just threw a helmet
on and got on.”

True Weld was the first horse she
exercised. A raw rookie, Nancy didn’t
know how far she should work the horse or
where on the track to stop. But she learned
on the fly.

“I slowly progressed and started getting
on more,” she says. “It was easy. Get on
when no gallop boy showed up. I started
loping three or four a day.”

If galloping was better than grooming,
reasoned Nancy, being a jockey might be
even better. She was already enrolled at
UNM for the fall semester, but Nancy had
made up her mind.

“I told my mom, "I’m not going back
to school. I’'m going to save you guys the
money. I’m going to Phoenix to gallop and
become a jockey.” “I think mom cried.”
Nancy spent that winter at the Phoenix
track doing “freelance galloping.”

“I’m sure I wasn’t very good,” says
Nancy. “I remember getting run off with a
lot. There were no videos back then, thank
goodness.” But she kept at it. Eventually
she got a salaried galloping job with New

Mexico trainer Russell Foutz and in the
summer of 1983, she rode her first race at
the bush track in Farmington that would
later become San Juan Downs.

Her first win at Farmington was on a
quarter horse named Groovin Guy. It was
owned by Mark Allen—yes the same Mark
Allen who 26 years later would win the
Kentucky Derby with 50-to-1 long shot
Mine That Bird.

She rode her first winner on a recognized
track later that summer at The Downs at
Santa Fe aboard the thoroughbred mare Two
To Paradise. Summers spent a considerable
amount of her career as the first call rider for
trainers Sam and Joanna Sandoval.

Nancy, says Joanna Sandoval, was a
perfect fit for their barn—a reliable, loyal

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jockey with an impeccable work ethic. “She
took the good ones and the bad ones. She
wasi’t picky,” says Joanna. “Some of the
boys just wanted to take the Cadillacs.
They didn’t want the Volkswagons. Nancy
didn’t care. She was there to work. That’s
how she ended up with Treacherously.”

Treacherously, purchased for a mere
$7,000 at the Ruidoso sale by Wayne
Dallas of Farmington, was the Sandoval’s
megastar 2-year-old the spring and
summer of 1993. The colt was undefeated
and riding an eight-race winning streak
when he loaded into the four-hole as the
prohibitive favorite in the All American
Futurity. Nancy had been aboard for all
eight of the colt’s wins and had, in fact,
been his only rider.

A win in the All American would make
Treacherously only the second horse in
quarter horse racing history to sweep the
Triple Crown races at Ruidoso Downs.

“Nancy felt no pressure

“There was a lot of hoopla leading up
it, but it’s hard to be nervous because
yow’re on the horse and going to the
gate,” she says. “I handle pressure like
that pretty well. I liked that kind of
competition.”

Treacherously’s winning streak ended
that day, beaten by more than a length as
he ran third behind the winner, A Classic
Dash, and runner-up Heza Fast Man.

“He got bumped at the break, but still
made the lead,” says Nancy. “But the last
20 yards, he just didn’t have it.

The next year Summers rode
Treacherously to a win in the West Texas
Derby at Sunland Park.

“He grew up and got bigger, heavier
and chunkier,” says Nancy. “He wasn’t as
fast. As a 2-year-old he was like a gazelle,
you didn’t even feel him leave the ground.

As he matured, he struggled leaving the
gates and getting that speed up.”

These days, the Summers-Sandoval
connection is still there. Two of the young
horses that Nancy is training are owned by
the Sandovals.

As a trainer, Nancy still follows the
same early-to-rise, work-till-late routine
she did as a jockey. She’s up by 4:30 every
morning and is still one of the first humans
on the track. But psychologically, the
change is still a work in progress.

“I’m sad,” she says without dwelling.
“I like riding berter, but I feel 'm
basically doing the same thing in the same
industry.”

From the logistics side, Nancy says
being a trainer requires a lot more multi-
tasking. She has six grooms and three
gallop boys working for her. There’s
payroll to do and supplies to be ordered.

“Jockeying, I just had my tack bag and
my stuff,”” she says. “Now, [ have to move
a whole stable. And there’s a lot of moving
involved in New Mexico.”

Summers’ stable also includes three
broodmares—Tricky R, Reappear and
Devon R. All are New Mexico breds.
Tricky R won 12 of her 24 races, including
her last five races at age scven. Devon R is
Tricky R’s sister.

Nancy plans to remain a very visible and
active part of New Mexico horse racing for
years to come. “I don’t consider it a job
you really retire from,” she says. “It’s not
really a job, it’s a way of life.”

It’s obvious Nancy is in her comfort
zone. It’s a place she knows well.

“T’d like to be the leading trainer at a
meet,” she says, “but I don’t have a bar. I
love New Mexico and New Mexico racing.
So I don’t have any big goals and no
ambitions to leave.”

| phone. “In this
business you just
put on your boots and go to work every day,”
said the trainer. “Get up and go do your job.
That’s the way I approach it.”

Fincher’s approach is working. Beginning
his 20th year as a trainer on the New Mexico
circuit, Fincher boasts a 23% career strike rate
and is just shy of 800 victories, including 100
in 2016, when his starters carned a career-
best $2.55 million in purses and he had a
positive return on investment for win bets.
Fincher’s stable is headed by the undefeated
R.D. Hubbard homebred Sippin, a just-
turned 3-year-old winner of $268,047.

Fincher was born and raised in Denver.
His father rode for 25 years and his mother
trained, so Fincher was well-schooled in the
business by the time his family moved to
Albuquerque when he was in high school.
Fincher began a riding ca-recr at 16 that
lasted a decade until he literally outgrew it
and transitioned to training in 1998.

“When 1 started training, I thought I
knew everything, but it was amazing how
much I didn’t know,” Fincher said. “You find
that out when you’re doing it yourself and
making all those little decisions that have a
big impact one way or another.”

Fincher’s carcer arc has been an
unwavering, if slowly growing, upward
progression. He start-ed with a handful of
cheap horses and through consistency and
strong win and in-the-money percentages,
grabbed the attention of horsemen. Early
on he trained mostly Quarter Horses and,

while he still trains a few, made the switch to
Thoroughbreds.

“Quarter Horses are extremely casy to
train compared to Thoroughbreds,” said
Fincher, “The basics may be the same, but
with Quarter Horses you teach them to leave
the gate and run straight as fast as they can.
Thoroughbreds have running styles distinct
from one another. You give them distance
works, track them more often, and deal with
the mental side. It’s a lot of small differences
that add up. Although they’re twice the work,
I’ve come to love the Thoroughbreds more.”

Fincher, 45, conditioned Rose’s Desert,
who ran out $625,035 in purses as a seven-
time stakes winner. Diabolical Dame, whom
Fincher co-bred and trains, won the Bold Ego
Handicap on New Year’s Day and has won
12 of 20 races and $496,980. She became the
first horse Fincher took to California, when
she ran fourth at Del Mar in a second-level
allowance last summer. Sippin (Swissle Stick—
Samba Queen, by Giant’s Causeway) has won
cach of her six races and has blue sky in front
of her.

“We don’t know where the ceiling is on
her yet,” Fincher noted. “She’s run between
five and six furlongs exclusively and has
overcome running short just because of her
talent. I believe she wants to go farther; she
runs like a route horse, and there’s stakes

coming up over the next few months in which

we’ll run her a mile and maybe
longer and find out. She’s got a
good mind, does what the rider=
asks her to do, and she’s got thats
Giant’s Causeway on the bottom ..
side, which is very good around
here.”

Fincher’s stable now
numbers between 40-60 horses
in training, and each October
another 40 babies come in, so

his program is humming along. He said he
has seen a radical change in the quality of not
only his stock but of that in New Mexico as

a whole.

“Qur breeding program here has changed
drastically over the past 10 years,” Fincher
noted. “There are very good New Mexico-
breds here now. The Hubbards (R.D. and
his grandson Shaun) and Kirk Robison are
breeding their mares here, and the quality is
getting so much better. We're probably pretty
close to the California-breds in quality.”

And while his numbers keep rising,
Fincher will pull on those boots, head to
work, and try to keep getting results for his
clients.
