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the search for the

“‘perfect horse”’

The horseman, in his continual search for the ‘‘perfect
horse”’, employs various breeding systems toward this
end. There are several systems of breeding available to the
horseman. Here at the outset it should be stated that there
is no one best system of breeding or secret of success for
any and all conditions. Each breeding program is an in-
dividual case, requiring careful study. The choice of the

system of breeding should be determined primarily by the
size and quality of the herd, by the finances and skill of the
operation, and by the ultimate goal ahead.
PUREBREEDING

A purebred animal may be defined as a member of a
breed, the animals of which possess a common ancestry
and distinctive characteristics; and he is either registered
or eligible for registry in that breed. The term ‘‘purebred”
refers to animals whose entire lineage, regardless of the
number of generations removed, traces back to the founda-
tion animals accepted by the breed or to the animals which
have been subsequently approved for infusion. It should be
emphasized that the word purebred does not necessarily
guarantee superior type or high productivity.
INBREEDING

Most scientists divide inbreeding into various cate-
gories, according to the closeness of the relationship of the
animals mated and the purpose of the matings. For the pur-
poses of this discussion, the following definitions will be
used.

Inbreeding is the mating of animals more closely re-
lated than the average of the population from which they
came.

Closebreeding is the mating of closely related animals;
such as sire to daughter, son to dam, and brother to sister.

Linebreeding is the mating of animals more distantly re-
lated than in closebreeding, and in which the matings are
usually directed toward keeping the offspring closely re-
lated to some highly admired ancestor; such as half-brother
and half-sister, female to grandsire, and cousins.
CLOSEBREEDING

Closebreeding is that system of breeding in which

closely related animals are mated. The reasons for practic-
ing closebreeding are:

1. It increases the degree of homozygosity within
animals making the resulting offspring pure or
homozygous in a larger proportion of their gene
pairs. In so doing, the less desirable recessive genes
are brought to light so that they can be more readily
culled.

2. It keeps the relationship to a desirable ancestor
highest.

3. If carried on for a period of time, it tends to create
lines or strains of animals that are uniform in type
and other characteristics.

4. It makes for greater prepotency.

The precautions in closebreeding may be summarized

as follows:

1. As it greatly enhances the chances that recessives

v will appear during the early generations, it is almost
certain to increase the proportion of worthless
breeding stock produced.

2. Because of the rigid culling necessary in order to
avoid the ““fixing’’ of undesirable characters, it is al-
most imperative that this system of breeding be con-
fined to a relatively large herd.

3. It requires skill in making planned matings and rigid
selection.

Three breeding systems are most
commonly practiced — inbreeding,
closebreeding and linebreeding.

LINEBREEDING

Linebreeding is that system of breeding in which the
degree of relationship is less intense than in closebreeding,
and in which the matings are usually directed toward keep-
ing the offspring closely related to some highly admired
ancestor. Linebreeding may be practiced in order to con-
serve and perpetuate the good traits of a certain outstand-
ing stallion or mare. Linebreeding, although the same thing
as closebreeding from a biological standpoint, offers fewer
possibilities both for good and harm than closebreeding,
and therefore, is a more conservative and safer type of pro-
gram.

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A linebreeding program is usually best accomplished
through breeding to an outstanding sire rather than to an
outstanding dam because of the greater number of off-
spring of the former. If a horse breeder found himself in
possession of a great stallion, a linebreeding program might
be initiated in the following way: select two of the best
sons of the noted stallion and mate them to their half-
sisters, balancing all possible defects in the subsequent
matings. The next generation mating might well consist of
breeding the daughters of one of the stallions to the son of
the other, etc. The success of this program is dependent
upon having desirable genes with which to start and an in-
telligent intensification of these good genes.

Linebreeding is a more conservative
and safer type of program.

OUTCROSSING

Outcrossing is the mating of animals that are members
of the same breed but which show no relationship close up
in the pedigree (for at least the first four to six generations).
It is a relatively safe system of breeding, for it is unlikely
that two such unrelated animals will carry the same unde-
sirable genes and pass them on to their offspring. Judicious
and occasional outcrossing may well be an integral part of
linebreeding or inbreeding programs.

Once a breeding system has been decided on, it be-
comes the responsibility of the horse breeder to familiarize
himself with all aspects of the breeding process. Probably
one of the most important considerations in any breeding
program is the mare.

Probably one of the most important
considerations in any breeding pro-
gram is the mare.

Mares generally start coming in heat when 12 to 15
months of age. Generally speaking, it is best to breed the
mare as a three-year-old or older; this will give her the
added time necessary for growth. The heat periods of
mares recur approximately at 21 day intervals with a
spread of from 10 to 37 days. The duration of heat varies
from one to 37 days and averages four to six days, although
some mares (especially maiden mares) will show external
signs of heat up to 50 to 60 days in the early spring.

The experienced horseman who is familiar with his
mares can usually detect those that are in season by observ-
ing (1) the relaxation of the external genitals, (2) more fre-
quent urination, (3) the teasing of other mares, (4) the ap-
parent desire for company, and (5) a slight mucus dis-
charge from the vagina. When possible, it is usually good

business to present mares to the teaser every other day as
the breeding season approaches. Above all, precaution
should be taken against false heats of mares in foal, the
breeding of which may result in abortion.

Generally, the egg is liberated during the period of one
day before to one day after the end of heat. The sperm (or
male germ cells) live only 24 to 30 hours in the reproduc-
tive tract of the female, and it probably requires four to six
hours for them to ascend the female reproductive tract.
For conception, therefore, breeding must take place within
12 hours before or 12 hours after ovulation. This would be
the ideal condition.

Additionally, mares usually come in heat nine to 11
days after foaling, the national average being 12 days, but it
may vary from three to 13 days after foaling. Providing
that foaling has been entirely normal and there is no dis-
charge or evidence of infection at this time, many horse-
men feel this is an opportune time to rebreed the mare.
Mares not bred at this time or not conceiving will come in
heat between the 25th and 30th day from foaling.

No phase of horse production has become more un-
natural or more complicated with domestication than the
actual breeding operation. Hand mating is undoubtedly the
best way in which to breed mares. It guards against injury
to both the stallion and the mare.

Before accepting a mare for service, the stallion owner
should check every possible condition with care. The fol-
lowing types of mares should be rejected:

1. Mares showing the slightest symptoms of venereal



disease.

2. Mares affected with skin diseases and parasites.

3. Mares suffering from high fevers.

4. Mares not in good physical condition, i.e., too fat or
too thin.

5. Mares that have recently suffered from retained
afterbirth.

6. Mares that do not show definite signs of heat.
7. Mares that stay in heat incessantly.

No phase of horse production has be-
come more unnatural or more com-
plicated with domestication than the
actual breeding program.

In addition to the above considerations, the following

suggestions may be helpful:

1. It is usually standard procedure for the mare to be
taken to the stallion, as the breeding facilities are
usually better there where the stallion is standing.

2. If the mare has a foal and is to be away for a long
period of time (longer than five or six hours), the
foal should be taken along — care being taken to
avoid injury to the foal in transit.

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3. The mare should be allowed to become quiet and
comfortable upon reaching the destination.

4. Make certain that the mare is in season and ready for
the stallion.

5. After teasing the mare and making certain that she is
in season, wash the reproductive organs of the stal-
lion with castile or Ivory soap and warm water, us-
ing cotton instead of a sponge. Rinse with clean
pure water. The reproductive organs should be
washed in a similar manner following service.

6. Bandage the upper six to eight inches of the mare’s
tail. This keeps the genital organs clean and avoids
interference with tail hairs. The bandage is removed
after service.

7. The external parts of the mare which are likely to
come into contact with the reproductive organs of
the stallion should be washed with castile or Ivory
soap and warm water and then rinsed.

8. If necessary, use a twitch on the mare. This is used
only to keep the mare under control and protect the
stallion as he approaches and dismounts. It should
not be used in any way to force the mare into sub-
mission to service when not ready.

9. Keep the stallion under control at all times. Never
allow him to mount until he is ready for service.
Then allow him to remain on the mare until the sex-
ual act is completed.

10. Allow the mare to remain quiet for a time following
service.

Some mares will continue to exhibit the characteristic
heat symptoms even when in foal. In order to produce as
high a percentage of foals as possible and to have them ar-
rive at the time desired, the good horseman will be familiar

with the signs of and tests for pregnancy. Some of the signs
and tests of pregnancy may be listed as follows:

1. The cessation of the heat period — recognizing that
this may be hard to determine and even misleading.

2. The movement of the living fetus.

3. A rectal examination made 17 to 45 days after the
last service in which the uterus is felt through the
rectum. This should be done only by a veterinarian.

The following two biological tests for pregnancy may

be used:

1. The blood serum test, which may be used on mares
any time after 45 to 50 days following breeding and
up to three months (it may show false positives).

2. The urine test, which is used on mares from three
months after breeding until termination.

Certain recommendations may be made for the care

and management of the stallion. Any stallion of breeding

Excessive service of the stal-
lion may reduce his fertility. The most satisfactory arrange-
ment for the well-being of the stallion is to allow not more
than one service each day. If two services a day are
planned with the mature stallion, one should be rather ear-
ly in the morning and the other late in the afternoon. Stal-
lions often remain virile and valuable breeders until 20 to
25 years of age, especially if they have been properly
handled.

Always the availability of a competent
veterinarian for consultation pur-
poses is advisable whenever possible.

‘‘He’s the grand old man of the quarter horse racing in-
dustry.”’ So said Harriet Peckham, owner of Go Man Go. At
an age when few horses are still living, Go Man Go, at 29, is
restlessly finishing out his remaining years. No longer is he
asked to do the one thing that made him as famous as he is
— breed mares. He now spends his days either pacing in
his stall or perhaps racing around the pasture. Recalling, if
we accept that horses are capable of thought, the countless
number of mares that were once brought to him. And act-
ing as if he could continue to do it all again. Indeed, acting
as if he wants to continue racing and breeding.

Go Man Go was a son of the King Ranch Thoroughbred.
Top Deck. Top Deck was bred to be a successful runner.
but somewhere temperament must have played a
fascinating role in his destiny. He was rugged and a little
mean, but somehow that combination of toughness and




slass worked into a highly volatile mixture that was to
click on a half-crippled Louisiana mare known as Lightfoot
sis. In 1953 she produced a strawberry colt by Top Deck
=ho caused Quarter Horse racing never to be the same
zgain,

His tumultuous journey from South Texas to
speedhorse stardom and immortality is fascinating. He was
ared by J.B. Ferguson of Wharton, Texas, a legendary
figure among Quarter Horsemen. Ferguson had a flam-
sovant style that did much to glamorize the speedhorse
sport. His faultless judgement in good horseflesh aided his
image.

Go Man Go’s maiden performance at the track is un-
forgettable. He had just turned two. As the starting crew at
Ruidoso Downs began loading the field into the gates, the
roan colt became restless. He reared, lost his rider, and
crashed out of the gate. Riderless, he dashed down the
straightaway, by the grandstand, around the clubhouse
:urn, all the way to the backstretch before the outriders
finally caught him. He was returned to the gates, loaded
once again, and the latch was sprung. The willful colt grab-
bed the lead and handily won, not the least spent by his
second tour down the mountain straightaway.

For the next four years, Go Man Go devastated every
field of horses from the Rockies to the Pacific Coast. His
first season, he won the Pacific Coast Quarter Horse Racing
Association Futurity, equaling the two-year-old colt
record, at 330 yards, and returned to do the same for 440
vards when he won the Winner-Take-All at Albuquerque in
:22.3 seconds. During these four years, he won eighteen of
quarter racing’s most prestigious stakes. Go Man Go
trampled seventeen divisional and world championship ti-
tle holders and earned eight world titles himself, including
the coveted World Champion Quarter Racing Horse title,
three years in a row. Go Man Go started 47 times, had 27
wins, nine seconds and three thirds. He earned
$86,151.32. He held the world record at 440 (:21.8), the
world record at 350 (:17.8), the stallion record at 440, the

Go Man Go trampled seventeen divi-
sional and world championship title
holders and earned eight world titles
himself.

stallion record at 350, and the two-year-old and three-year-
old colt records at 400.

But his greatness didn’t stop there. Go Man Go possess-
ed the ability to pass his outstanding abilities on to his get,
making him a success as a sire. His first crop to the track,
foals of 1958, was shock enough to send any horseman in-
1o a state of delirium. If one Go Man Go finalist in the All
American finals wasn’t enough, how about three?
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Go Man Go possessed the ability to
pass his outstanding abilities on to his
get, making him a success as a sire.

Although none of the three, Mr. Meyers (fifth), Dynago
Miss (sixth), and Angie Miss (eighth), lit the board, just mak-
ing the finals in such volume was a major coup for any sire,
much less a freshman.

The runner of 1960 that really focused major attention
upon Go Man Go was Dynago Miss out of Dynaflo Miss.
This two-year-old filly gained the unique distinction of be-
ing Go Man Go’s first stakes winner when she won the
$40,000 Ruidoso Quarter Horse Futurity. Dynago Miss
again added luster to his success as a sire when she became
the seventh leading money-earner for 1960 and was named
the Champion Two-Year-Old Filly.

Go Man Go’s value continued upward after his son,
Hustling Man, won the 1962 All American, followed by a
daughter, Goetta, who won the crown in 1963. By 1963,
Go Man Go had become the fourth leading sire of winners
and the fifth all-time leading sire of money-earners, from
only three crops on the track. His daughters have produced

Znubtedly the greatest sprinter of his time, was refused ad-
=xission to the permanent registry of the American Quarter
=Zorse Association because he supposedly lacked the pro-
~zr conformation for a Quarter Horse. Appeals by his

~ners were eventually successful, and he got his registra-
1ion number.

J.B. Ferguson sold Go Man Go and was haunted by this
mistake for the rest of his life. Ferguson had leased Go Man
=0 to Les Gosselin for one-half of his stud fees, plus giving
~im an option to buy for $60,000. This lease was for two
wears, but after the first year, Frank Vessels, Sr. and Bill
Zeckham offered him $125,000 for the horse. Ferguson
:zlked to Gosselin about the offer, and they agreed to let
Vessels and Peckham have Go Man Go if Gosselin got
$30,000 and the buyers agreed to buy four mares at an
zgreed price. Vessels and Peckham accepted. Ferguson got
175,000 and twenty-one breedings to Go Man Go over a
neriod of his lifetime. But Ferguson turned around and
<0ld those breedings for $1500 apiece to Vessels, thereby
ziving up his interests in Go Man Go forever. The an-
aounced sale price on Go Man Go of $125,000 sparked in-
rerest in Quarter Horses throughout the country, since it
was a record price for a Quarter Horse.

Harriet Peckham frequently makes a
trip to the Buena Suerte for no other
reason than to visit Go Man Go.

For the greatest part of his life, Go Man Go has resided
at the Buena Suerte Ranch where he has been a favorite
with Harriet Peckham. At the Buena Suerte, Go Man Go is
treated with great respect and given excellent care. Dr.
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Leonard Blach, also a great admirer of Go Man Go, takes a
personal interest in supervising Go Man Go’s feeding and
exercise. When Mrs. Peckham is at the ranch, hardly a day
goes by that she doesn’t visit Go Man Go, and she frequent-
ly makes a trip to the ranch for no other reason than to visit
Go Man Go and see that everything that can be done for
him is being done. The fame of this great horse lingers.
Seldom has one individual so magnificently symbolized an
industry. There will never be another Go Man Go. °

SYNDICATION GUIDELINES

To assist horse owners and their advisors with the syndication of stallions for breeding pur-
poses, the American Horse Council has prepared the following outline of subjects which
should be considered when drafting a syndicate agreement. It should be emphasized that
before forming a syndicate it is advisable to seek legal and tax advice.

STALLION SYNDICATE (COMMON PROVISIONS)

This Agreement made this day of 19 . between Xand _

, whose address is set forth below (hereinafter called ''Purchaser or Co-Owner").

WHEREAS, X is the owner of a thoroughbred horse, ABC, a 1979 (Breed) foal by out of

by (hereinafter referred to as "'Stallion™")'

WHEREAS, the Seller desires to sell up to (X number) undivided fractional interests in The Stallion to Purchasers,
with the Seller retaining the unsold interests, and to form a Syndicate of the several Co-Owners to govern the stand-
ing and developing of The Stallion at stud for breeding purposes for the separate use and benefit of each of the Co-
Owners:

THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises and mutual covenants of each of the parties hereto, itis agreed as
follows:

Article | (1) Division of the ownership of the horse into X number of undivided

Creation of the Syndicate fractional interests. Normally the number of fractional interests will depend
upon the number of breedings that are contemplated in each breeding
season, although this is not always the case, particularly if artificial
insemination is used.

(2) Description of the legal attributes of a fractional interest, including
provisions that each fractional interest is equal to all other interests, is
indivisible but can be jointly owned, only a full fractional interest has any
rights under the Agreement, and can be transferred only in accordance with
the Agreement.

Article 1l (1) Specifies the time at which the risk of loss of interest in the horse passes
Transfer of Risks, to the Purchaser, usually on some specified date or at the time of some
Warranties, Insurance specified event.

(2) Sets forth any warranties about the horse that the Seller agrees to make.
The Seller would normally warrant that he has the legal right to convey the
interest being transferred and may warrant that the horse is insurable against
mortality but does not make any other warranties regarding the health,
condition or fitness of the horse.

(8) May provide that the Seller warrants the fertility of the horse. If so,
provisions should be included which specify in detail how such fertility will be
determined. The best approach is to follow the test currently being used in an
insurance policy insuring the horse against infertility. Most insurance policies
currently being written use a fertility test which provides that if over 60
percent of the mares bred in the first breeding season are certified in foal,
the horse is deemed to be fertile.

(4) Sets forth whatever insurance, both fertility and mortality, that will be
provided by the Syndicate as an expense of the Syndicate. Also provides that
the Syndicate members are responsible for whatever other insurance may be
desired.

(1) Directs the location at which the horse will initially stand and name of the
initial Syndicate Manager. In addition, provides that the location of ‘the horse
can be changed or the Syndicate Manager be replaced upon the specified
vote of the Syndicate members,

(2) Sets forth the “"'nominations’ to which members are entitled by reason of
their ownership of a fractional interest. In a thoroughbred syndicate, each
fractional interest is usually entitled to one nomination per season, a
nomination being defined as the right to breed one mare to the stallion during
each breeding season. Breeds allowing artificial insemination may permit
more than one nomination per fractional interest. It is usually stated that
Syndicate members can sell, exchange or transfer their nominations for a
particular season, as long as they notify the Syndicate Manager, but that
nominations may not be accumulated from one breeding season to another.

(3) Sets forth in detail the normal book of mares 1o which a stallion will be
bred in a single season, and a provision outlining the procedures to be
followed when it is determined by the Syndicate Manager, after consultation
with a veterinarian, that the stallion should be bred to fewer ('Reduced
Book ") than or more ("'Excess Book'') than the normal number of mares in a
given season. The procedure for determining those who are denied
nominations or granted excess nominations is normally to draw lots, with
those syndicate members who do not receive a nomination as a
consequence of such a drawing given in the next drawing.

(4) Denies a syndicate member the right to breed if he is in arrears with his
share of expenses.

(5) Provides that mares bred to the stallion must be sound and free from
infection, as determined by the Syndicate Manager.

(1) Names the initial Syndicate Manager and provides for replacement if he
resigns of if the Syndicate members vote him out (usually by more than a
majority vote). The Syndicate Manager is granted free nominations to the

horse each breeding season as compensation for each breeding season he
serves as Syndicate Manager.

(2) Sets forth the duties, rights and obligations of the Syndicate Manager
including:

a. grants complete discretion over the management and breeding of the
horse, authority to manage all funds and the duty to keep all books and
records, and the general responsibility to manage the affairs of the
Syndicate:

b. directs the Syndicate Manager to provide customary care and
maintenance for the horse and releases him from any liability if such care
is performed,

c. provides that the Syndicate Manager is entitled to the prevailing rate
for board; upkeep and any advertising with respect to the horse.
(Sometimes it may be agreed that the Syndicate Manager will assume
these expenses in exchange for additional breeding rights);

d. provides that the Syndicate Manager is not expected to make the
Syndicate his exclusive activity;

e. requires the Syndicate manager to carry pubiic liability insurance on
behalf of the Syndicate (as a Syndicate expense) for any loss or liability by
reason of the negligence of the Syndicate Manager, his agents or
employees in keeping and breeding the horse.

(1) Provides that each member shall be responsible for his pro rata share of
expenses and shall be entitled to his pro rata share of income. The Syndicate
Manager is responsible for sending out statements, usually quarterly, which
set forth the expenses due for the preceding quarter. Net income, if any, is
distributed annually (or more often if agreed) after all expenses are deducted.
(2) Sets forth the procedures for calling a meeting of the Syndicate members,
usually either by the Syndicate Manager or by a vote of a specilied number
of fractional interests. Each member of the Syndicate is given one vote for
each fractional interest owned and is authorized to cast votes in person or by
proxy at meetings. It can be provided that action may be taken by the
Syndicate through a telephone conference if confirmed by unanimous written
consent.

(3) Provides that the Syndicate members waive any right of partition they
would normally have under state laws governing rights in personal property.

(1) Provides that a fractional interst is transferable, but only in accordance
with the Agreement, and a provision binding the transferee of a fractional
interest to the terms and conditions of the Agreement.

(2) Restricts the sale of any fractional interest o a “'right of first refusal’’ by
the other members of the Syndicate. The procedures by which any fractional
interest being offered for sale is offered back to the other Syndicate
members are set forth in detail.

(3) Allows certain transfers, such as gifts or inheritance, without the right of
first refusal.

(4) Provides a procedure for auction sales which gives the other Syndicate
members some purchase rights prior to, and sometime after, the auction sale
of a fractional interest. May provide no auction sales unless by an estate.

(5) Provides that the transferee of an interest is responsible for expenses
attributable to that interest and that any other agreement between transferor
and transferee will have no effect on the Syndicate.

(1) Provides, when appropriate, that the Syndicate is not a partnership for tax
purposes, but then states that if the IRS nonetheless considers the Syndicate
to be a partnership, the members exercise the right given in the Internal
Revenue Code 1o elect to not be treated as a partnership. (This election is
available only if certain conditions are met.) Alternatively, provides that the
Syndicate is a partnership and directs the Syndicate Manager to prepare and
file the required documents.

(2) Sets forth the allocation of such tax items as expenses, depreciation, loss,
gain and income if the Syndicate is treated as a partnership.

(3) Provides for an election by the Syndicate (if it is a partnership) to increase
the tax basis of the horse in the event of a transfer of a fractional interest,
This is necessary to allow the tax basis of the horse to be increased in the
event the new owner has paid more for his interest than his share of the
remaining tax basis of the horse—thus allowing the new purchaser
depreciation deductions based on his purchase price.

NOTE: As long as the Syndicate is not treated as a partnership, each
member can treat his ownership of a fractional interest as an individual
enterprise and is not affected by the remainder of the Syndicate. Each
member would calculate his depreciation based on his purchase price on his
own formula, and would deduct his expenses according to the statements
received during the year from the Syndicate Manager,

(1) Sets forth the termination date of the Agreement.

(2) Provides procedures for amending the Agreement and the voting
requirement for amendment,

(3) Sets forth the procedures for properly notifying Syndicate members.
(4) Names the state law which controls the Agreement.

(5) Provides that the Agreement will be binding upon heirs, successors and
assigns of the parties.

(6) Provides for execution of counterparts which shall all constitute one single
Agreement,

(7) May provide that the Agreement operates as a bill of sale transfering the
fractional interest in the horse—unless a bill of sale is also used.
