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peated when the rider approached the finish line to begin
the third lap.

The ‘““World Championship Relay Rider’” plate men-
tioned earlier indicates that Frank Burns didn’t ‘‘miss that
waiting horse and go tumbling over and over’ too
regularly. Along with that 1933 World’s Fair title, he won
the relay riding competition at the world famous

Cheyenne Frontier Days almost a dozen times, including
five years in succession, 1935-39. He dominated the event
at the equally prestigious Pendleton (Ore.) Roundup
throughout the late 20’s and 30’s. And, although he clearly

probably completely unfamiliar to nine readers out of ten,
yet it was one of the most dramatic and colorful of all old-
time rodeo events and the second of Frank Burns’s special-
ties as a rodeo performer. Thousands of spectators would
cram the rickety grandstands in places like Monte Vista,
Colorado (as many as 40-50,000 at Cheyenne or Pendle-
ton) to watch the Roman riders pound around the track,
and big money would change hands among the onlookers,
depending on who best handicapped riders and mounts. It
was all very simple, Burns insists, ‘‘really simple, though it
might look a little hard. It was just like riding a bicycle:

could compete in the ‘‘big time,”” he could also be found
riding his relay string at less exalted places all over the
Rocky Mountain West — at the Monte Vista (Col.) Mile-
High Stampede; the Cowboys’ Reunion Days in Cedar
Rapids, Iowa; or at smaller rodeos in towns like Raton,
New Mexico; Capulin, Col.; Sheridan and Gillette, Wyom-
ing; Billings and Great Falls, Montana; and many, many
more. His skill at relay riding, combined with his victories
in calf-roping and Roman riding, put bread on his table in
the 1920’s and 30’s as he followed the rodeo circuit across
the West, winding up every year in Alamosa to wait out the
winter.

The phrase “‘Roman riding”’ in the sentence above is

once you got your balance, you didn’t think about it any-
more.”’ All the Roman rider needed was a couple of good,
fast horses, preferably racetrack experienced thorough-
breds who really liked to run — plus strong nerves and
maybe a little dash of showmanship. At the start of the
race, the rider would sit astride one of his two mounts,
holding the reins of both. With a shout the competitors —
maybe as many as ten, but usually four or five — would be
off. Before the first turn was reached, usually about a hun-
dred vards or so, the cowboy had to be standing, one foot
on each mount. Around the track they’d go, riders bounc-
ing on their horses, maybe one arm windmilling in the air
to help keep balance. Then came the rush to the finish line,



surely one of the most exciting spectacles in rodeo: four or
five hat-waving, war-whooping cowboys standing on 8 to
10 straining, lathered race horses churning for the finish
line! That was Roman riding, and Burns’s success at it
helped keep the pantry stocked during those long San Luis
Valley winters in the 20’s and 30’s and beyond. He got so
good at it, felt so comfortable standing atop his hard-
charging horses that he could afford to play a bit to the
crowd — shutting both eyes, standing on one foot, danc-
ing, etc.

But there came a time in the forties when the cham-
pionship trophies, belt buckles, saddles and the like began
to come harder, and the time intervals between them
began to stretch. Burns remembers, ‘I found that in rodeo-
ing there just isn’t any substitute for youth. Experience
counts for a lot, but . . .. I'd rope a calf fine, then look up
and see that it had taken me four or five seconds longer
than I'd thought. I thought at first maybe they were
cheating me!” Slowly, without any dramatic change, he
began to move on to other things. He actually continued to
rodeo at a reduced pace for another twenty years. He won
his last saddle in a calf-roping competition at the Monte
Vista Mile-High Stampede in 1963, when he was 57 years
old. That was his last competition. Like the champion he is,
he decided to quit winners.

With the gradual withdrawal from rodeoing, Burns
began to concentrate more and more of his time and
energy on other pursuits, particularly horse training. He
had never, of course, been very far away from the horse
and racing. As a boy riding for his dad and then for C.B. It-
win, he had developed basic expertise as a horseman and a
love for the racing game. His years as a rodeo performer
had obviously been closely linked to the horse and just a
step or so away from traditional flat-racing. Consequently,
Burns in the late thirties began consciously to develop and
hone his skills as a horse trainer. He remembers well the
pace of those transition years: ““There was many an after-
noon when I'd compete in 2 Roman Riding race on the
track, then they’d call me over to the arena to rope a calf,
then I'd rush back to the track to saddle a horse for some
race.”” With the passage of time the training became the
central focus of his life and with the exception of one inter-
lude has remained so ever since. When the old Governor
passed away, however, Burns returned once and for 2ll to
the horse and the race track.

The spectrum of his activity as a trainer is a broad one.
It stretches from quite modest beginnings, running his own
pick-up stock at bush tracks all over Colorado and
northern New Mexico, to handling Triple Crown caliber
animals at major tracks in the Southwest. (In the winter of
’82, for example, he took care of and raced Bold Ego at
Turf Paradise in Phoenix for trainer-of-record Jack Van
Berg and prepared Bold Style for his Triple Crown effort.)
The chronological span of his career as a trainer is similarly
broad, extending almost fifty years from the last of the
1930’s to the present — with no end in sight. It can be said
that he began his career as a professional owner/trainer in
New Mexico at the first State Fair in Albuquerque in Oc-
tober 1938. He had gained a great deal of know-how out
on the bush tracks to supplement his horseman’s skills
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earned through years on the rodeo citcuit, but he remem-
bers the New Mexico State Fair of 1938 as the first pari-
mutuel race meet in which he competed. He didn’t do
especially well in that first meet, but it was nevertheless a
baptism by fire which convinced him he could make a de-
cent living in the horse racing business while staying close
to the life-style he loved.

He was right. He’s made a decent living ever since and
in the process carved out a niche as one of the Southwest’s
most respected horsemen. While focusing his racing efforts
on the Arizona/New Mexico/Colorado/Nebraska circuit, he
has on occasion ranged out to tracks in Southern California
and elsewhere in the West, even up into Canada a time or
two. In forty years of traipsing around the Southwest and
sometimes beyond, he’s made human (and equine) friends
which constitute a Who’s Who of the last half-century of
Southwest racing. His work last year with national cham-
pion trainer Jack Van Berg, has already been mentioned,
and Burns knew Jack’s father, Hall-of-Famer Marion Van
Berg, well from many seasons working together on
Nebraska tracks. For a couple of years in the late 30’s and
early 40's, he trained a string for one of New Mexico’s
most prominent and successful horsemen/businessmen,
the Santa Fean Tom Closson. His longest stint as a private
trainer, however, was the three years 1969-72, when he
worked the horses of Les Davis and his wife of the famous
CS Ranch in Cimarron, New Mexico. For the Davises Burns
delivered a series of championships seasons, years ‘‘in the
black,’ a difficult feat in the competitive world of South-
west racing. Many other names familiar in the history and
record books of Southwest racing could be listed among
those with whom Burns has worked and competed:
Harvey Foster, Murph Palmer, Sr., Tom Smith (trainer of
the immortal Seabiscuit), Guy Patton, Dean Davis. Burns is
the historian’s dream, a walking reference work on the
events and personalities of almost five decades of racing
history in the Southwest.

But no discussion of Burn’s career as a trainer would
be complete without reference to some of the splendid
horses associated with him. Several of them could claim a
place in a Southwest Equine Hall of Fame, if such a thing
existed. First of all, at least chronologically, there was
Panther, a thoroughbred/quarter horse/what-have-you-mix
which was the terror of New Mexico and Colorado bush
tracks in the 1930’s. Owned by Burns, Panther was a deter-
mined sprinter which dominated meets at Pueblo, Las
Vegas, Raton, Trinidad, Colorado Springs, or wherever
horsemen were rash enough to challenge him. At three to
five furlongs he was almost unbeatable, and his toughness
was incredible. Burns recalls running him one summer 29
times — and picking up 27 purses! For the CS Ranch Burns
handled a number of first-rate horses, among them Rayado
which in seven years of racing won or placed in virtually
all the major races of the Southwest. Rayado was of such
class that for a decade he held the New Mexico State Fair
record at a mile-and-a-sixteenth — 1:42.1 — until it was
finally broken in 1981. Burns remembers also with special
affection and respect the CS Ranch'’s cast-iron old gelding
Cheju, winner of the New Mexico Thoroughbred Futurity,
Clyde Tingley Memorial Handicap, Texas Derby, and many
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other top class Southwestern stakes races. In addition to
class, Cheju was almost indestructible, compiling a record
for endurance that surely must rank among the most extra-
ordinary in Southwest history. In a ten year racing career
(two through eleven years), Cheju started 185 times and
came under the wire first in 42 of those races! The record
shows fifty-one more second and third place finishes, mak-
ing a grand total of 93 times on the board and $113,827 in
total winnings (1960’s dollars, too). Cheju ate up and spat
out two or three generations of runners at his favorite dis-
tance of around a mile and was finally retired at age 12 by
state racing regulations, not by dwindling ability or
courage. As a matter of fact, he won the last two races of
his racing career — as an obviously spry 11-year-old.

But of all the Burns horses, Joy Boy was by far the most
memorable. When Burns bought him — for the princely
sum of $200 — at a Caliente race track, he was a big, gangly
two-year-old whose record and prospects were decidely
unimpressive. But Burns liked his breeding — he was by
the great Bull Dog stallion John’s Joy and from a family of
runners — and the potential he saw in the still developing
young gelding. Bringing his new investment along slowly,
Burns did not start him until June of his three-year-old
season, but within three short months on the La Mesa Park
track at Raton Joy Boy showed he was something special.
In that period he started seven times and picked up 5 wins,
a second (in the Raton Derby), and a third. It was quickly
clear to all that at five or six furlongs Joy Boy meant
business.

Over the four racing seasons 1958-61, Joy Boy estab-
lished one of the most impressive records ever seen in
Southwest racing. He started 45 times over six different
tracks (La Mesa Park, the State Fairgrounds in Albuquerque,
Turf Paradise, Centennial in Denver, Sunland Park near El
Paso, and Ak-Sar-Ben in Omaha) and was on the board in
40 of those outings. Finishing first 21 times — including
victories in the Independence Day Handicap (La Mesa), the
Sandia Purse and the Noo Music Dash Handicap (both at
Albuquerque), the Inaugural Handicap (Sunland), the New
Year’s Day Handicap (Turf Paradise), the Beef State Han-
dicap (Ak-Sar-Ben), and many others — Joy Boy won a total
of $54,112 and became one of the most highly respected
sprinters of his day. At least twice Frank turned down big
figure offers for the horse, including one for $50,000, a
tidy sum in 1960 and a handsome profit compared to that
initial $200 purchase price.

After a successful 1961 summer campaign at Ak-Sar-Ben
which included several wins and a solid second in the
prestigious Ak-Sar-Ben Handicap, Burns returned Joy Boy
that August to Centennial Park in Denver. On August 1 the
Denver Post headlined, “‘Joy Boy to Run at Centennial’’
and later that day a specially large crowd turned out to see
the horse the paper called ‘“‘the Cinderella horse of the
Southwest.”” The crowd expected to sce Joy Boy walk off
with the six furlong Sedalia Purse. Instead they saw him
bobble near the sixteenth pole, then break down com-
pletely. Though he struggled on toward the finish line on
three good legs, despite the frantic efforts of his jockey to
pull him up, that day — and only that tragic day — Joy Boy
failed to bring home a check. The headline in the next

morning’s Post was sadly accurate: ‘‘Death Sentence Seen
for Centennial Star.”” Joy Boy had suffered sesamoid frac-
tures and late that evening was destroyed. As a measure of
the respect and love he had earned from the racing public,
Joy Boy was buried the next day in front of the grandstand
of the Denver track, the only horse so honored. His tomb-
stone still stands there: “JOY BOY — One of the most
gallant and beloved horses to race in Colorado — Frank
Burns, Alamosa, Colorado, Owner and Trainer.”” Burns
cherishes his memory and waits for another like him . . .
but doesn’t expect one soon.

His has been a busy, productive life, and even a quick
summary of it is incomplete without reference to his assis-
tant trainer/helpmate/wife Ollie whom he watched grow
up in the San Luis Valley, then had the good sense to
marry. When Frank recently decided that maybe he
should, after all, just retire, it was Ollie who watched him
fret around the Alamosa ranch house — eating, sleeping,
watching tv. It was she who finally suggested that, all
things considered, maybe they should get another horse or
two. He quickly agreed: “‘That loafin’s sure a hard job!”’
So, retirement behind him, he can still be found around
New Mexico and Arizona tracks, handling fewer animals,
yes, but still looking for — and getting — his share of first
money. It doesn’t surprise those who know him. A New
Mexico horseman who’s been around almost as long as
Burns volunteers the blunt judgment, ‘‘Of all the horsemen
I've seen these last forty-odd years, he’s simply the best,
the sharpest I ever saw.”” He’s a walking link back to New
Mexico’s rough, exciting cowboy past, but he’s still look-
ing confidently up toward the top of the stretch.

Another Dash
For Cash filly, Perfect Sting
out of Perfect Fit, was in the
high dollar figure; going for

$250,000 to John McStay
after being consigned by the
Perfect Sting Partnership.
Precious Kiss, a filly by Pie
In The Sky out of She's
Precious, was consigned by
Sue K. Urquhart of the Five
Sixes Ranch and sold to J.E.
Jumonville, Jr. for
$155,000.

In the Mare portion of
the sale, it was Summer En-
counter by Hempen out of
Easy’s Baby Jet who turned
in the top figure of
$225,000. She was consign-
ed by Jerry Wells and pur-
chased by agent Butch
Wise.

Mr. Master Bug wins the All-American Derby

RUIDOSO DOWNS, N.M. — On A High, who arrived
undefeated at Ruidoso Downs and left with the biggest
prize in quarter horse racing, was named Ruidoso Downs
Race Track’s Quarter-Horse-Of-The-Meet for the 1983
Season.

The Dash For Cash colt and Curribot, who captured
four stakes victories this summer to take Thoroughbred-
Of-The-Meet laurels, were named the meet’s top
competitors.

On A High won the meet’s biggest race, the $2,530,000
All-American Futurity on Labor Day, to take honors as
Quarter-Horse-Of-The-Meet and best two-year-old colt or
gelding.

The Texas-bred runner also won three trial races and
qualified for the Rainbow Futurity, the second jewel of the
Triple Crown series for two-year-olds.

Trained by C. Dwayne Gilbreath, On A High is owned
by Jerry Rheudasil, B.F. Phillips, and Preston Carter of
Lewisville, Texas.

Higheasterjet, a five-year-old Pine’s Easter Jet gelding,
continued his amazing success story at Ruidoso Downs and
was named the meet’s top older quarter horse. Higheaster-
jet, second on quarter horse racing’s all time money mak-
ing list, won three races this summer and including the
World’s Championship Quarter Horse Classic.

Trained by Johnnie A. Goodman, Higheasterjet is own-
ed by G.D. Highsmith of La Grange, Texas.

Bartendress joined On A High as the meet’s only double
quarter horse award winner.

The Beat A Native filly ran in all three Triple Crown
events for the three-year-olds, earning seconds in the Kan-
sas Derby and All-American Derby and running in the Rain-
bow Derby. She was named best three-year-old quarter
horse filly and best New Mexico-bred quarter horse.

Trained by Clifton Dean, Bartendress is owned by Sam
F. Henderson of Odessa, Texas.

In the Thoroughbred division, Curribot and Fill Mackis
Cup were clearly the standouts.



Curribot earned horse-of-the-meet honors, top router
and best handicap horse for his outstanding performances.

A six-year-old gelded son of 1974 Preakness and Bel-
mont Stakes winner Little Current, the Pennsylvania-bred
won four stakes this summer at Ruidoso Downs.

He took a head verdict over Glover D. in the Inaugural
Handicap over six furlongs on May 7, then scored a one-
length win over Glover D. on July 3 in the Governor’s Han-
dicap at 7% furlongs. He tallied a half-length win over
Glover D. in the Billy The Kid Handicap over one mile on
July 30 and won the meet’s featured presentation for older
horses, the $43,800 Ruidoso Mile on Sept. 4, by tallying a
half-length win over Fill Mackis Cup.

Curribot set two seasonal fastest clockings. He had a
1:33 1-5 clocking for the 7% furlongs while winning the
Billy The Kid and ran a fine 1:40 4-5 reading while winning
the Ruidoso Mile.

He also took seconds in the Lincoln County Handicap,
the Mescalero Apache Handicap and was third in the Sierra
Blanca Handicap.

Overall for owner Juliana Winters of Oklahoma City,
Oklahoma, Curribot won four races with two seconds and
one third this season.

In addition, 179 public picks ran second and 126 were
third. The wagering choices finished in one of the first
three money positions in 621 of the races. That’s an ex-
cellent in-the-money percentage for wagering favorites of
72.7.

Odds-on favorites (those horses who left the starting
with odds of less than even money) won 138 of 253 races
for an excellent winning percentage of 54.5.

In addition,43 ran second and 26 were third giving
odds-on favorites an in-the-money percentage of 81.8
percent.

The number 5 post position led the way in the 1983
Ruidoso Downs Racing season with 120 wins. No. 1 —
105, No. 2 — 112, No. 3 — 79, No. 4 — 97, No. 5 — 120,
No.6 — 112, No. 7 — 97, No. 8 — 83, No. 9 — 60, No. 10
— 37.

Joe Martinez and William F. Leach, two of the
Southwest’s leading horsemen, easily captured individual
titles during the 74-day Ruidoso Downs horse race
meeting.

Martinez captured his second Ruidoso Downs jockey
championship while Leach won his second straight
Ruidoso Downs-trainer title in easy fashion.

Martinez, who has been either first or second among
the riders at the mountain track for the past four seasons,
dominated the last two weekends and pulled away in a
convincing manner.

He won 65 races with 54 seconds and 43 thirds from
368 mounts. That’s a fine winning percentage of .176.

Martinez won one more race (65-64) than he did in
1982 when he finished second. He took the 1980 Ruidoso
Downs title with 56 wins, 45 seconds and 54 thirds from
362 mounts.

Salustio Burgos, who led for much of the season, held
on strongly to finish second among the jockeys. He won 53
races with 47 seconds and 44 thirds from 436 mounts for a
winning percentage of .121.

Jacky Martin, last season’s top jockey, was third with
49 wins, 42 seconds and 32 thirds from 209 mounts. He
had a superb winning percentage of .234.

Other top ten riders included Casey Lambert, Mike Lid-
berg, Larry Byers, O.A. Martinez, Leroy Coombs, Pedro
Benitez and Steve Harris.

Leach, meanwhile, led virtually the entire season. He
ended with 54 wins, 44 seconds and 33 thirds from 234
starts. He had a sensational winning percentage of .230.

The veteran Brady, Texas conditioner won the 1982
crown with 53 wins, 30 seconds and 32 thirds from 233
starts.

Jack W. Brooks finished second for the second con-
secutive season. The Edmond, Oklahoma horseman
saddled 37 winners with 35 seconds and 29 thirds from
195 tries. That’s a good winning percentage of .189.

H. Don Farris was third with 36 wins with 23 seconds
and 15 thirds from 111 attempts. That’s a superb winning
percentage of .324.

Other top trainers included Clifford C. Lambert Sr.,
Fred 1. Danley, Bob E. Arnett, C. Dwayne Gilbreath, Gerald

The average selling
price for the 1983 All-
American Select Quarter
Horse Yearling Sale at
Ruidoso Downs in Ruidoso,
New Mexico showed a
strong gain over the 1982
figure.

Sale Manager Rick Hen-
son announced the 1983
Sale, which concluded a
four-day stand in the All-
American Sales Arena on
the track grounds on August
27, produced total receipts
of $5,995,000 from 581
head.

‘“That’s an average price
of $10,318 which reflects a
solid gain of 10 percent
over last vyear’s average
price of $9,381,” Henson
said. Henson also pointed
out the large gathering of
buyers and sellers from
throughout the nation also
had a strong effect on the

weekend wagering at
Ruidoso Downs. “‘It was
one of our best weekends of
the season,”’ he added.

The 1983 average price
was one of the highest in
the 21-year history of the
nation’s most prestigious
sales of Quarter horse yearl-
ings.

Flick Bug is the
dam of Mr Master Bug (by
Master Hand TB) who won
the 1982 All-American
Futurity. Mr Master Bug is
regarded as one of the top
Quarter horses of all time.
Miss Venetian Bug was con-
signed to the All-American
Sale by the owner of Mr
Master Bug, Marvin Barnes
of Ada, Oklahoma.

The opening round also
accounted for the second-
high price of $80,000, also
paid by Jumonville. This
purchase was Pay Cash On-
ly, a Dash For Cash filly out
of Go Man’s Louton. Pay
Cash Only was consigned
by Jerry Windham of Bryan,
Texas.

The next highest price
was $75,000 paid for the
colt Raise Smoke by Raise
Your Glass out of Jet’s
Smoke. Raise Smoke was

consigned by Valton Cox of
Lubbock, Texas and ac-
quired by Jerry Winetroub
of Austin, Texas.

Nancy McCoy of
Wichita, Kansas paid the
fourth-high price of
$63,000 for Imagoodcatch.
He’s by the past All-
American Futurity winner
Timeto Thinkrich out of
Promise of Joy. The con-
signor was Les Horner of
Pryor, Oklahoma.

Diamond Speed, a filly
by Tiny’s Gay out of Casco

After shattering almost
every parimutuel record in
1982, The Downs at Santa
Fe established 13 new

records in its 1983 season.

Highlighting the flurry
of records was an all-time
handle of $29,525,402 for
69 racing dates. The figure

record mark.
The Capital City track
finished with a daily
average handle of
$427,904, also a new
record and a 7.5 percent
jump over 1982, and
established a new mark for
single day handle ($672,007
on closing day).

In the equine depart-
ment, Juliana Winters’ Cur-
ribot, a convincing winner
of the Governor’s Handicap
and a closing third in the
Santa Fe Special, was voted
Horse of the Year. The

New Mexico as well as the entire Racing Industry will feel
the loss of these great Ho
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New Tax Court Ruling Sets Unfavorable
Precedent for Horse Owners

To the amazement of

everyone, a recent Tax
Court ruling denies tax
deductions for a horse
owner’s breeding-racing
activities even though he
had two profit years out of
seven, and the taxpayer
kept adequate business
records of his farm activi-
ties. This far-reaching ruling
has many implications for
horse owners, and if this
decision is not reversed on
appeal we will probably
need to observe its dictum
for many years to come.

When Congress passed
the 1969 Tax Reform Act, it
launched the well-known
“hobby-loss’” rule, which
essentially codified existing
Tax Court rulings. Since
then, everyone has been
under the belief that if you
have two significant profit
years out of seven, you are
presumed to be conducting
a business, not a hobby. Of
course, the IRS can analyze
other factors in the scope of
its audit, particularly if the
two profit years appear to
be ‘‘insubstantial.”’

That is was happened
with Mr. Hunter Faulconer,
Jr. of Charlottesville,
Virginia. He sustained over

$700,000 in losses during
the past 27 years of his
horse breeding and racing
activity, but after the 1969
““hobby-loss’’ rule was
enacted he instituted a plan
to realize two modest profit
years. These profit years
were $14,282 and $3,610
respectively, and they were
“‘red herrings’’ that the IRA
seized upon in denying tax
deductions to the taxpayer.

The Tax Court held that
the two profit years were
“‘insubstantial,”” and there-
fore to be disregarded.
They were interpreted to be
a subterfuge to ‘‘get by’ the
“hobby-loss’’ rule.

The case is startling
because the taxpayer com-
plied with several com-
ponents of the ‘‘hobby-
loss’ rule in spirit, and not
just in form. For example,
Mr. Faulconer spent a great
deal of time and energy on
his horse activity. Also, he
kept good business records
and did not comingle funds.
He consulted professionals
such as trainers and a tax
adviser. In fact, it was as a
result of seeking good tax
advice that he created two
profit years in order to
utilize the ‘‘hobby-loss”
presumption.

This ruling casts a new
set of ‘“‘hobby-loss’ stan-
dards on horse owners, and
it is an unexpected dis-
appointment to the horse
industry. In this writer’s
opinion the case ‘legis-
lates’’ new law that substan-
tially alters the original
meaning of the ‘‘hobby-
loss’ rule, and there is a
good chance the case will
be overturned by the Cir-
cuit Court of Appeals. In the
meantime, we should all
take stock of the essential

points made in the case:

1. First, while the tax-
payer was involved with
breeding and racing of
Thoroughbreds, the ruling
applies to all breeds of
horses.

2. There is a new stan-
dard for analyzing the ques-
tion, ‘“What is your primary
purpose and intention in
conducting the horse acti-
vity?’’ We previously
thought that one could
simply plan two honest pro-
fit years by having a dis-
persal sale or selling horses
qualifying for capital gains
treatment. But now the Tax
Court says the two profit
years must be sufficiently
high as to make up for the
losses in prior years. It is
not enough to have two
“*significant’ profit years
unless they generate
enough money to recoup
lessons on your entire
operation.

3. What kind of profes-

sional advice are you seek-
ing and how often? In this
case Mr. Faulconer sought
advice from trainers, people
who took care of his horses,
trade magazines and a tax
adviser, but this was not
enough! The Tax Court said
that you must also seek out
advice from business or
marketing experts and
other industry strategists —
and on more than just an
‘‘occasional’”’ basis. You
should actually devise a
budget and ascertain
whether you can in fact
eventually operate to make
a profit. If you are not mak-
ing a profit, you should
make repeated efforts to
find ways of profiting, such
as changing your method of
operation or implementing
cost control measures. Also,
you should prepare regular
operating statements and
use them to assist in creat-
ing profits.

3. How much time do
you spend on the horse ac-
tivity? In the past if you
devoted a substantial
amount of time to your
horse activity this was evi-
dence of your intention to
make a profit. But here the
Tax Court said that the tax-
payer was independently
wealthy from ‘‘passive in-
come’’ (dividends, invest-
ments and trust income),
and that he would not be
working anyway, so the
time he devoted was really
in pursuit of a hobby, not a
business. This case is a
warning signal especially
for people with high overall
gross income.

4. What if real estate
used for the horse activity
appreciates in value? Does
this constitute part of the
overall profit? Ordinarily
land used for the horse acti-
vity does fit into the profit
picture if its market value
goes up. But in this case the

real estate was held in trust
and the Tax Court said the
taxpayer really had no abil-
ity to dispose of it, so
appreciated value should be
ignored.

5. How important is the
personal pleasure you
derive from vyour horse
operations? Ordinarily this
factor is not critical, but in
this ruling the IRS was per-
mitted to scrutinize the
recreation and personal
pleasure derived by the tax-
payer from the long hours
put into the enterprise.

These are the basic stan-
dards set forth by the Tax
Court for determining
whether an activity quali-
fies as a business instead of a
hobby. Unless this case is
reversed horse activities
that do not show an overall
profit that cancels out pre-
vious losses may be hard
put to withstand an audit. It
will be wise to plan business
activities accordingly. Of
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utmost importance if you
are not currently showing
enough profit is to at least
demonstrate you are seek-
ing advice from marketing
experts with a view
towards eventually making
profits through more effec-
tive business management
or other methods.
