Legislature

New Mexico Horse Breeders’ Association

Board of Trustees

In 1980 a significant
aumber of racing states en-
zcted takeout reforms de-
signed to increase revenues
io the racing and breeding
industries through incen-
live programs, purse in-
creases and capital im-
provement programs. In
most states, each segment
of the industry, racing,
breeding and track manage-
ments, was equally bene-
fitted.

However, Senate Bill
191, approved April 8,
1981, allowed the state’s
two percent (2%) tax on the
total amount wagered each
day on the first $250,000 to
be offset by the amount
track managements shall ex-
pend for capital improve-
ments or in financing term
investment in capital im-
provements at existing race
track facilities.

While the bulk of the tax
relief benefits went to the
race tracks, the breeder in-
centive program was in-
creased a marginal one-
eighth of one percent,
amounting to approximate-
ly $150,000 a year. Breeder
incentive programs in most
racing states amount to a
minimum of one percent of

the total

pari-mutuel
handle. Many states are
even higher. New Mexico’s
current incentive program
is five-eighths (5/8) of one
percent, well below the na-
tional average and our
neighboring racing states.

The New Mexico Horse
Breeders’ Association is of
the opinion that Senate Bill
191, passed by the legisla-
ture does provide the funds
necessary for capital im-
provements needed at New
Mexico race tracks.

However, we are not of
the opinion that the provi-
sion in Senate Bill 191,
which gives five-eighths of
one percent to the incentive
fund, is adequate. The in-
centive fund in New Mexico
is not competitive with
other racing states of com-
parable pari-mutuel handle
in their own owner/breeder
incentive programs. For ex-
ample, the Arizona
owner/breeder receives
21% more money for win-
ning a race of equal class
and purse than an
owner/breeder in New Mex-
ico.

We respectfully ask the
legislature for their support.

The first issue of this
aew publication says some
things that get to the heart
of many of the problems of
our industry and I would
like to quote an excerpt
from Mr. Tom Ivers’ in-
troduction to conditioning.
He says, ‘It is pleasant to
contemplate all the benefits
to be had from sports
medicine applications in the
conditioning of equine
athletes: substantial reduc-
tion of injury, reduced
severity of injury, enhanced
performance, consistency,
more races per year, effec-
tive problem analysis and
solution, monitoring and

predictive techniques, con-
fidence in the trainer, profit
for the owner, enthusiasm
in the athlete and a
healthier face for the entire
industry.”” He goes on to
say, ‘“T'oday there are no
truly fit racehorses. The
Thoroughbred mile should
be in the 1:20’s by now and
it will be as soon as the first
natural athlete is condition-
ed properly.”’ Although
many of us may not agree
with Ivers’ statement, a
look at the record book
tends to bear him out. Most
of the American Dirt Track
records were set prior to
1975, the notable exception
being the mile and a
quarter, set by Spectacular
Bid in 1980. Compare this
kind of performance with
the accomplishments of
human athletics. What
human athletic record set
prior to 1975 still stands?
It has taken a long time
for the ideas and techniques
that have been so succesful-
ly practiced by human
athletes to percolate into
the arena of the equine
athlete and now, with the
introduction of this publica-
tion it is obvious that the
time has arrived. Equine
Sports Medicine is being of-
fered free to trainers and
veterinarians but anyone
can subscribe and I would
bet anyone who has a stake
in the viability of the racing
industry would find this
tabloid fascinating reading.

FARM BUSINESS EXPENSES

Expenses of operating
the horse business are
deductible in accordance
with Internal Revenue Code
Sec. 162. These expenses
should be ‘‘ordinary and
necessary’’ expenses of
operating your business.
The expenses that are at-
tributable to your horse
business are deductible
from gross income when
determining net income or
loss for your business year.
The Internal Revenue Code
does not define what is
meant by ‘“‘ordinary or
necessary’’; however, this
determination should be
based on background cir-
cumstances indicating that
the expenses incurred are
ordinary and necessary to
the horse business or to
whatever business is being
carried on by the taxpayer.

Ordinary and necessary
business expenses,

however, do not include
capital expenditures.
Rather, these costs are

deducted in a form of
depreciation or cost
recovery deductions over
the appropriate life or lives
over appropriate periods. If
assets were acquired before
1981, the appropriate cost
recovery period is the prop-
erty’s estimated useful life
provided the item has a
determinable useful life. If
the property was acquired
after 1980, the appropriate
period is generally specified
in the tax code (see May,
1982 issue). The cost of
property which has no
determinable useful life,
such as land or goodwill,
may not be depreciated or
cost recovered.

A capital expenditure is
typically defined as an

amount paid for the acquisi-
tion, improvement, or
restoration of property hav-
ing an estimated useful life
of over 12 months. In most
cases, capital expenditures
could include the cost of
such property as: land and
buildings, additions, altera-
tions and improvements to
buildings, automobiles,
trucks, trailers, farm equip-
ment, machinery and fees
connected with the acquisi-
tion of property, however,
not to include breeding
fees, fences, purchased
horses and other livestock,
wells, including drilling and
equipment cost, and major
overhaul of farm equip-
ment, machinery and
vehicles. Repairs, however,
to the property listed above
are not capital expenditures
and may be deducted as or-
dinary and necessary
business expenses unless
the repairs extend the
useful life of such items.
Some of the items that
could be included as or-
dinary and necessary ex-
penses of a horse business
which are allowed as cur-
rent deductions include:
management expenses,
commissions, wages and

Personal expenses may
not be deducted as business
expenses even though they
were paid for by vyour
business. Some personal ex-
penses, however, are
deductible as itemized
deductions because they are
specifically authorized by
the tax code and include:
medical expenses, personal
taxes, interest, charitable
contributions, and casualty
losses. An example of per-
sonal expenses which are

The costs of clearing
iznd to make it suitable for
sreeding and raising horses
or for other farm purposes
can be deducted as a cur-
zent ordinary and necessary
ousiness expense (within
umits) if an election is
made. If not, these costs are
considered capital expen-

ditures and will not be
deductible as farm business
expenses. A note to
remember is: if you elect to
decut land clearing costs
rather than treating them as
capital expenditures, these
deductions may later con-
vert all or a portion of pro-
fit on the sale of the land
from capital gain treatment
to ordinary income. Subject
to similar limitations,
amounts paid or incurred
for soil and water conserva-
tion may also be treated as a
current business expense
rather than a capital expen-
diture, if you should so
elect. The election to
deduct these expenses is
automatically made by
claiming the deductions on
your tax return for the first
year these expenses are in-
curred. Once these ex-
penses are claimed as
deductions, you must claim
these expenses in subse-
quent years in the same
manner, or have approval
from the Internal Revenue
Service. Some of the soil
and water conservation ex-
penses that may be
deducted as current ex-
penses include: leveling and
movement of earth, condi-
tioning, grading, contour or
furrowing, construction
control and protection of
drainage ditches, irrigation
ditches, eradication of
brush and the planting of
wind-breaks.

This election, however,
does not apply to amounts
for purchase, construction
or improvement of struc-
tures, appliances, or
facilities which can be
depreciated. These items
would include: wells,
pumps, pipes, canals, and
conduits. The election for
land clearing costs is made
by attaching a statement to
your timely filed income
tax return for the year the
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expenses are claimed.

There are many typical
expenses relating to a horse
business. One expense that
bears further discussion is
rental of a broodmare. Rent
paid to lease a broodmare is
generally deductible as a
business expense. There are
certain advantages to leas-
ing a mare in foal rather
than purchasing a foal or
yearling. As an example, the
lease payments for the mare
are deductible as rent,
whereas, the purchase price
of a foal can only be
deducted through cost
recovery if and when the
horse is used for racing,
breeding, or showing, or
deducted against the sale
price when the horse is
sold. If a foal produced by a
leased broodmare is held
for at least 24 months, any
gain from a sale of the foal
will be treated as long term
capital gain. Thus the
owner is able to deduct the
rent for a leased broodmare
as a business expense
against ordinary income
and is also allowed to treat
the profit as a long term
capital gain.

It should be pointed out
that leasing of a mare
should be done very
carefully, so as not to be
considered payment of the
purchase price of a foal by
Internal Revenue Service.
The safest way to lease a
broodmare is to lease her
for an agreed upon period
prior to the time she is bred.
The rental agreement
would then be clearly visi-
ble to the Internal Revenue
Service and it would
demonstrate more clearly
that it is a lease and not a
purchase of the foal. The
result being, you have bred
the mare, paid the stud fee
which is a deductible
business expense, and you
have deducted the same

amount you would have
deducted had the brood-
mare been leased in foal.
Therefore, you are ‘‘at risk”
for the amount of the rent
regardless of whether the
foal is born. In any event,
the leasing of the mare
should clearly state that you
are paying something for
the use of the mare which is
less than an outright pur-
chase of the mare.

The items covered in
this article represent only
an overview and an aid to
horse owners and breeders.
It is not designed, nor is it
intended, to provide all
specific information
relating to your tax situa-
tion. You should consult
with your CPA or attorney
when contemplating
business transactions, or
preparation of your income
tax returns. In the next
issue more on allowable ex-
penses relating to your
horse business and limita-
tions on allowable losses.

Foal Management

Therefore, it is essential to
follow management prac-
tices which will take advan-
tage of the natural growth
process of the foal.

The broodmare pro-
duces about 33 to 43
pounds of milk daily. The
mare’s milk production will
increase until the second or
third month of lactation
and then decrease. The foal
should be eating a sufficient
quantity of quality feed
prior to the decrease in the
mare’s milk production,
noted during the third
month of lactation. There-
fore, it is essential that foals
be enticed to start eating
early, and should be well
started on a creep ration by
at least eight weeks of age.

Most mares will push
the foal out of the feed box,
not allowing them adequate
grain, so it is essential that
the foal be given an oppor-
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tunity to eat by itself. This
will require the breeder to
tie the mare, or to build a
creep feeder where the foal
can eat undisturbed.

The ration for the foal
should be highly palatable
and high in energy and pro-
tein; approximately 18-20
percent protein. Brown
sugar may be sprinkled over
the grain to entice the foal
to eat initially. The foal can
be started on grain by
feeding about a half pound
of grain per day initially,
and the foal should be con-
suming about four to five
pounds of grain per day by
the time it is six months of
age. The mare and foal
should be on good pasture
all during the lactation
period, and foals that are
well started on a creep ra-
tion may be weaned at any
time after the third month.

Other management con-
siderations for the young

foal are worming, feet care
and early training. The foal
should be wormed during
the second month of age
and every other month
thereafter through the first
year.

Hand-
ling the foal early in life will
also minimize some of the
risk and stress on the foal
and the handlers.

The breeder’s objective
is to raise a superior foal.
Proper management during
the foal’s first year of life is
essential to producing a
winner.

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BY-LAWS OF THE
NEW MEXICO HORSE BREEDERS
ASSOCIATION

(6 New Mexico Non-profit Corporation)

ARTICLE I - OFFICES

The offices of the Association in the state of New Mexico shall be
designated by the Board of Trustees and said designation may be changed
from time to time as deemed necessary by the Board of Trustees, with the
exception of changing the location to any city, town or hamlet outside of
the Albuquerque area, to be approved by the membership.

ARTICLE II - DEFINITION

A NEW MEXICO BRED shall be defined as follows: A foal's sire must
be registered with the New Mexico Horse Breeders Association and stand-
ing in New Mexico at the time of breeding. The foal's dam must be regis-
tered with the New Mexico Horse Brecders Association no later than
September 1 of the year in which the dam was bred. The foal's dam must
remain in New Mexico for the duration of pregnancy and foaling and may
only leave the State temporarily for emergency veterinary care, competi-
tive events or other similar reasons expressly approved in writing by the
Board of Trustees. During pregnancy, the dam's owner must give prior
notice to the Association whenever the dam leaves the State and must
state the reason for the absence except that prior notice shall not be re-
quired for emergency veterinary treatment. The Association may require
affidavits as it deems necessary to verify compliance with the above
definition, Failure (by owner) to submit affidavits upon request of the As-
sociation shall result in the disqualification of such foal to be a New Mex-
ico Bred horse.

AMENDED January 25, 1982 to read as follows:

Notwithstanding Article XIII of these By-Laws, the Board of Trustees
may, without approval of the general membership, enlarge the time re-
quirement stated herein, for registration of either the sire or dam and shall
have the authority to set fees for such late registrations after September 2,
1982. Any change in these fees from the proposed fees shall be brought
before the membership for approval.

This amendment shall be retroactive to December 31, 1978.

The terms of
the Trustee shall be staggered, three (3) quarter horse and three (3) thor-
oughbred breeders being elected each year.

Section 2 - Regular Meetings of the Board of Trustees

A regular meeting of the Board of Trustees shall be held immediately
after and at the same place as the annual meeting of members. The Board
of Trustees may provide, by resolution, the time and place for holding of
additional regular meetings.

Section 3 - Special Meetings

Special meetings of the Trustees may be called by, or at the request of
the Executive Director, or any four (4) Trustees. The person or persons
calling such special meetings of the Board of Trustees may fix the time
and place for holding any special meeting of the Board of Trustees called
by them.

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Notice of any regular or special meeting of the Trustees shall be given
in the same manner as that required for meetings of members in ARTICLE
IV, Section 4, herein.

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JOCKEY CLUB SETS NEW BLOOD TEST RULES

New York, N.Y.,
September 3 — The Jockey
Club is circulating to the
racing community pro-
posed new rules with
respect to use of blood-
testing data relating to pre-
viously registered horses.
These rules are designed to
deal with issues arising
from The Jockey Club’s pre-
parations for requiring
blood-testing for all newly
registered foals.

The first phase of The
Jockey Club’s blood-testing
qualification program began
in 1976 at the University of
California at Davis. It was
among a number of mea-
sures designed to improve
the registration process.
Blood-testing provides
generally reliable evidence
for rejecting some claims of
parentage. A requirement of
blood-testing at the time of
a foal’s registration is ex-
pected to stimulate greater
care in keeping breeding
records and completing
registration applications,
thus reducing the incidence
of errors in The American
Stud Book. To prepare for
the institution of a blood-
testing requirement it was
necessary to collect data on
the previously registered
parents of foals seeking
registration.

As data on parents was
being collected, the pos-
sibility was recognized that
inconsistencies in the data
could occur. With older
registrations the explana-
tion for a particular incon-
sistency may be difficult to
find, and canceling an older
registration may affect not
only the original applicant
but innocent purchasers of
a registered horse and
owners of progeny as well.
Thus, although the blood-

testing program was not de-
signed as a means of check-
ing on the consistency of
existing registrations, The
Jockey Club considered it
advisable to have a general
policy for dealing with any
inconsistencies which
might appear.

On March 26, 1979, The
Jockey Club appointed a
committee to recommend
such a policy to the
Stewards. Among the policy
alternatives considered by
the Committee was the pos-
sibility of canceling any
previous registrations, in-
cluding progeny, when an
unexplained blood-
chemistry inconsistency
later appeared, or sep-
arately designating those
horses in the Stud Book.

After examining the
alternatives and consulting
with other Thoroughbred
Stud Book authorities
around the world, other
breed registries throughout
the United States and
Canada, representatives of
state breeding organiza-
tions, and others, the Com-
mittee recommended the
following policy: Registra-
tions in effect on April 1,
1982 would not be subject
to cancellation merely
because of blood-chemistry
inconsistencies, but such in-
consistencies may be con-
sidered if there is an inde-
pendent basis to question
the truth of statements
made in the registration
application. Horses which
have been registered for
many years and which have
many registered offspring
would thus be continued in
The American Stud Book in
the absence of independent
evidence of improper regis-
tration.

The Committee’s
recommendation was re-

cently approved by the
Board of Stewards and the
membership of The Jockey
Club for circulation to the
racing community and
solicitation of comments.

A copy of the proposed
policy is attached hereto.
The Jockey Club will be dis-
cussing the proposed policy
with industry groups in the
coming months and wel-
comes written comments
on this proposal, which
should be sent to The
Jockey Club, 380 Madison
Avenue, New York, New
York 10017, to the atten-
tion of William H. An-
derson.

person designated by the
Executive Director) within
30 days of the sending of
such notice, the registration
of the horse shall be re-
voked. Upon revocation of
the registration of any
horse, notice shall be pro-
vided to such owners as can
be located of any and all
progeny of that horse
(whether or not registered),
stating that not less than 30
days after the sending of
such notice, registration of
such progeny will be re-
voked or thereafter denied,
as the case may be.

(D) The Jockey Club
will not respond to in-
quiries, other than pursuant
to legal process or court
order, with respect to
blood-type information as
to specific horses, except
that, upon written request

from any person having an
ownership interest in a
horse and payment of a pre-
scribed fee, The Jockey
Club will determine, and
certify in writing, whether
or not on the basis of infor-
mation on file that horse
qualifies as issue of its re-
puted parents.

(E) Nothing in this
rule shall preclude use of
blood-type information for
the purposes of identifica-
tion of any horse.
