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PLANNING AND PREPARATION:
THE KEYS TO GOOD EQUINE PHOTOGRAPHS

A GOOD PHOTOGRAPH CAN REALLY ‘“‘SELL’’ A HORSE

A noted equine photographer and artist has recently
commented, ‘“Today, over 98% of all the horses known by
name or pedigree have never been viewed in person and
the public awareness of any particular horse is the result of
photographs, either good or bad, and when no photos are
available, a blind guess is all that is left.”’ Breeders today
are buried in an avalanche of data: Bloodlines, perfor-
mance indices, earnings records and those that are success-
ful in the breeding business understand and use these facts.
But it is one thing to raise what you think are outstanding
individuals and quite another to persuade someone else to
buy your product. Persuasion is the primary function of
advertising and good photographs are the lifeblood of a
successful advertising campaign.

Equine photographs are usually taken for three reasons.
To preserve the attributes of the animal for posterity, as a
remembrance to owners and admirers or to market the ani-
mal or the progeny of the animal. In any of these cases.
there are two elements that when properly assembled, lead
to an outstanding equine photo. These elements are the
selection of the right photographic tools and the most im-
portant, control; of both the animal and the immediate en-
vironment. A basic knowledge of photography is always
desirable for those that are interested in taking their own
photographs, however, the best of photographers will not
be successful in getting good photographs if the elements
of control are not present. Controlling the immediate en-

The
aleal shooting location is a large grassy area, preferably a
sasture where the grass is two to three inches tall and in-
cludes a spot that is slightly raised. Most horses photograph
setter when their front quarters are slightly higher than the
cear. This allows the withers to rise, shortens the back and
sccentuates the hip lines. Standing a horse downhill pro-
duces just the opposite effect and tends to destroy the bal-
ance of the body. Treelines in the background that extend
sbove the horse, especially if the horse is a dark color, can
obscure the silhouette and the top-line. In this case it can
ae difficult to pick out the horse from the background and
any evaluation of conformation requires a good deal of ef-
fort. It may make a pretty picture, but the object of the
photo is the horse, not the background. When considering
iocations to photograph your horse a simple rule of thumb
applies to backgrounds. ‘‘Nothing is better than some-
thing.”” We in the Southwest are blessed with a lot of open
space and even in our largest cities good locations can
usually be found within a few minutes hauling distance.

The next step in the control of the elements is the phys-
ical preparation of the horse. The job of preparation will
be made easier if an appropriate time of the year is picked
10 take photographs. The early summer is ideal since the
hair coat will be at it’s smoothest, brightest and shortest.
Many stallion owners wait until the completion of the

breeding season before they begin to think about next
year’s advertising and this time of the year usually doesn’t
have the stallion looking his best. He may be thin and have
begun to show some winter coat, particularly at higher alti-
tudes. Manes are rubbed out, tails chewed off and other
damage done to his physical appearance such as scrapes
and cuts. A thin horse may be in excellent condition how-
ever no one likes to look at a photo where the ribs are pro-
minent and this occurs quite often after a long breeding
season or if the horse has just come off of the track. A hair
coat that is too long obscures muscle definition and condi-
tion. The more muscle definition shown the better the
photograph. There is not much that can be done to salvage
a chewed tail, and the lack of a tail of decent length has
ruined many a picture. Manes can sometimes be taped or
roached, but this is a poor substitute for a natural appear-
ing mane. Proper grooming of the horse for a photo session
is no different than what one would do if the animal was to
be shown in a halter class. The bridle path should be neatly
clipped, as well as the fetlocks and muzzle. The muzzle is
particularly important if photographs of the head are to be
done. Clipping the ears has it’s pros and cons. A complete
job, including the insides of the ear itself is not always
desirable since the removal of all hair deprives the horse of
protection against flying insects. Clipping only the hair




—
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around the outside edge of the ear serves just as well and
many times is much easier on the horse as well as on the
person doing the clipping. Pulling and thinning the mane
should be done carefully so that weeds, burrs and other
assorted trash a horse can pick up are removed. Tangles
and knots should be combed out and the mane thinned
enough so that it lies naturally. The tail should be left full,
and if it is bushy at the rump, use a tail wrap an hour or so
before the photo session.

A horse, like humans, has natural oils in his skin that
give the hair brilliance and vitality and again, like humans,
frequent washings remove these oils and stop the hair from
showing natural highlights. This is not to say that baths are
undesirable however a bath on photo day will often give
the hair coat a dull and lifeless appearance. It is preferable
to use a vaccuum to remove dirt and loose hair and a brisk
brushing with a dandy brush right before taking pictures
will lift the oils onto the hair and give the brilliant high-
lights that make an outstanding photo.

A fresh shoeing job can sometimes defeat the best ef-
forts of the photographer and handler. If the farrier trims a
little too close and exposes some sensitive tissue the horse
may constantly shift his weight back and forth and go thru
other contortions trying to find a more comfortable posi-
tion. There is nothing to be done about this problem and
the best cure prevention. Do the necessary work a week or
more before the photo session is scheduled.

Having a good fly spray on hand, especially during the
summer, can turn out to be the handler’s and the photo-
grapher’s best friend. No horse will long endure harrass-
ment by a band of pesky insects and once he begins to re-
sist the invasion any thought of obeying the handler or
cooperating with the photographer are gone. The best pro-
cedure is to spray the horse at least an hour before the
photo session and again right after he is taken to the area
selected. Above all, don’t take him into any area known to
harbor an army of mosquitos unless you enjoy spending
your time being run over or chasing after your horse.

Probably the most important part of the physical prepa-
ration is an objective analysis of the animal’s conformation
points by the owner or manager. Despite the record break-
ing prices that have been paid for horseflesh in recent
years, there is no such thing as the perfect horse. Recogniz-
ing the good and not-so good is necessary to help the
photographer to emphasize the good and deemphasize the
not-so good. Horses, like people can have good and bad
sides photographically speaking, and many factors are re-
sponsible for this phenomenon. As a general rule, the best
side is that which has symmetry and balance. If the horse
has a thick neck, don’t let the mane become thick and
heavy for this only calls attention to the neck. If the neck
has a distinct crest a well groomed mane will tend to
smooth out the neck line. Be as honest as you can in your
evaluation and don’t expect the camera to overcome every
conformation fault.

The subject of physical preparation cannot be left with-
out 2 word or two about physical condition. A horse that is
always left in a stall or small run doesn’t have the oppor-
tunity to develop and maintain muscle tone that gives the
muscle definition necessary for a quality portrait. Reason-

able exercise over an extended period (not the day before:
will provide the proper muscle tone and deter the forma-
tion of “‘Hay Belly” that can destroy a good underline.
Some daily exercise also prevents the situation where the
horse comes out of the barn on both back legs pawing the
air with reckless abandon while the handler coyly remarks.
““This is the first time he’s been out in a week.”’ This kind
of behavior rapidly discourages even the most determined
photographer. The subject of physical preparation is for
the most part a matter of common sense and the accept-
ance of the fact that good equine portraits are a function of
planning.

Although not a matter of “‘physical” preparation the
halter is an indispensable tool for controlling the horse and
as such, will be seen in most portraits and more prominent-
ly, in those that emphasize the head or front quarter. For
most of us in the horse industry, a well proportioned heaé
with a refined muzzle, large keen eyes and for a stallion. z
masculine jaw is a thing of beauty and desirable in a breed-
ing animal as well as a distinct “‘plus’”’ in any horse offered
for sale. It doesn’t make much sense to cover up a fine head
with a halter made to fit a water buffalo or is patched to-
gether out of three different colors of nylon webbing. A
good halter conforms closely to the contours of the head.
The throat strap fits snugly under the throatlatch and the
noseband is halfway between the nostrils and the eyes. The
cheek strap fits parallel along the nose, about halfway be-
tween the forehead and the lower jaw. The halter should
fit well on the poll and not hang down the neck. The halter
should complement and not distract from the natural lines
of the head and in the bargain be sturdy and strong. The
lead shank should complement the halter and not be com-
posed of an old bull rope. A lead shank should be attached
so that it does not cause the halter to hang down on one
side and up on the other. The minimum amount of chain
necessary for restraint should show in the photo and ideal-

Preparation for Breeding Season: Potential
Fertility Examination of Stallions

As the breeding season
approaches, breeders
should start to prepare
themselves and their horses
for the new season ahead.
For their stallions, this
should include a potential-
fertility examination during
winter to insure that no sur-
prises spring up after the
onset of breeding. Precious
weeks or months can be lost
if a stallion is found to be in-
fertile or infected with a
venereal disease after the
breeding season has started.
It is usually mare returning
to estrus after repeated
breedings that signals the
unfortunate breeder that
something is seriously
wrong. And if it is a venere-
al disease causing the prob-
lem, even more time may be
lost in treating and clearing
up infected mares. Thus, to
avoid as many of these po-

tential surprises as possibic
it is recommended tha
breeders have their stallio=
tested early in the year.
A potential fertility ex
am should be performed a
month or two prior to the
onset of breeding. In ths
way any problems that turs
up can be dealt with before
the onset of the breedime
season. Stallions used the
previous season are genera
ly known to be fertile, and
the major concern wit
these animals is the possibie
presence of venereal d=
ease. Any new breedime
stallions should be criticat™
evaluated before use
especially if there is ns
breeding history on them
Any stallion that was sich
during the non-breedisg
season, or any stallion tha
was injured, should ==
critically evaluated.

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Botulism Causing Concern

Among Veterinarians

The popular concept of
botulism is a deadly toxi-
cosis produced by the toxin
from Clostridium botu-
linum which occurs when
improperly canned food is
eaten by unsuspecting hu-
mans. this situation seldom,
if ever, happens in horses.
However, many veterina-
rians now believe that botu-
lism is a serious, common
cause of death in horses.

Many veterinarians in
Kentucky are vaccinating
for the condition with a
toxoid which is available, in
limited quantities, from the
U.S. Department of Health.
The vaccination is being
done on pregnant mares to
help prevent a form of botu-
lism known as ‘‘shaker foal
syndrome.” Much research
needs to be done to find out
more about development of

immunity against botulism
in horses. It is very difficult
to diagnose at death.

It is hoped that a com-
mercial toxoid will become
available in the future and it
will be possible to vaccinate
horses for botulism on a
routine basis just as is now
done for tetanus, a similar
Clostridial disease.

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Know Your Horses’s Digestive System

One of the keys to a suc-
cessful feeding program is a
basic understanding of the
horses’s digestive system,
said Frederick Harper,
University of Tennessee ex-
tension horse specialist.

The horse is classifed as
a simple-stomach animal
like swine, dogs and
humans. It has the ability to
utilize larger quantities of
roughage.

The mouth is important
in grasping and chewing
feed. Chewing reduces feed
into finely divided particles
and saliva facilitates chew-
ing and swallowing.

The pharynx is a some-
what funnel-shaped sac
common to both the
digestive and respiratory
tracts which cross in this
area. Because of the action
of the soft palate, horses
normally do not breathe
through their mouths, and

ingesta usually comes out
the nostrils during choke or
pharyngeal paralysis, or

vomiting, which rarely
occurs.

The esophagus, 2
muscular tube, extends

from the pharynx down the
left side of the neck to the
stomach. It is a one-way
street with peristaltic
(wave-like) movement only
in the direction of the
stomach.

The stomach, a small
compartment, has a capa-
city of eight to 19 quarts in
the mature horse. For this
reason, the horse should be
fed two or three times daily
instead of once a day.

The partially digested
feed does not leave the
stomach until two-thirds of
the stomach’s capacity has
been reached. Feed con-
sumed in excess of this
capacity, along with some

partially digested materials,
will pass into the small in-
testines. Present knowledge
indicates that the stomach is
a temporary holding tank
about 68 quarts. It is the
major site of digestion and
absorption. Starch, sugars,
fats and proteins are broken
down into simpler chemical
units which are absorbed
along with the minerals and
vitamins into the
bloodstream and carried to
all parts of the body.
Recent studies indicated
that GO to 70 percent of the
dietary and 65 to 75 percent
of the soluble car-
bohydrates may be digested
and absorbed in the small
intestine. The great length
and mobility of the small in-
testine leads to problems
such as twisted or
telescoped intestine. )
The large intestine con-
sists of the cecum, large col-
on and small colon. The
cecum is a blind sac located

at the junction between the
small intestine and large
colon. It is a functional ap-
pendix with a capacity of
28 to 36 quarts. It starts in
the right flank area and ex-
tends forward four feet as z
cul-de-sac.

Microorganisms whick
live in the cecum and large
colon are of major impoz-
tance in horse nutritios
The microbial populatio=
converts carbohydrates 1@
energy yielding volatile fai-
ty acids; synthesizes E
vitamins; and synthesizes
amino acids, the building
blocks of protein.

The large colon has z
capacity of about 86 quars
and is 10 to 12 feet long
The small colon is about the
same length as the large ca=
on but only has a capac®
of 16 quarts. In it, a largz
portion of water is removet:
from the gastrointestica
tract and recycled througr
the body.

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AN ANALYSIS OF BOWED
TENDON IN THOROUGHBRED
RACEHORSES

A survey was conducted
by Drs. J.R. Rooney and
R.L. Genovese involving
1087 Thoroughbred race-
horses in training at a race-
track to determine the inci-
dence of bowed tendon.
Seven percent of the horses
developed an initial bow
during the 8 month race
meet and six percent of the
horses rebowed. Seventy-
five percent of the rebows
involved the previously
damaged leg. Sixty-four
percent of the initial bows
were in the left front leg
and twenty-three percent in
the right front and initial
bows or rebows occurred in
six percent of all races.

Twenty-five percent of
the total bows occurred be-

fore the first start of the
meeting and fifty percent
occurred either before the
first start or within the first
3 or 4 starts. There was no
correlation between the in-
cidence of bows and race
length or age of the horse,
although there was a ten-
dency for more rebows in
older (7, 8 or 9 year old)
horses. Significantly fewer
initial bows and rebows oc-
curred on muddy or slow
tracks than were expected.

The authors concluded
musculotendinous fatigue is
the major factor in the
development of bowed ten-
dons, and that inadequate
training increases fatigue
and accounts for the high
incidence of bows early in

the race meet. Also, inade-
quately banked tracks in-
crease work and fatigue in
the left front leg and hard,
fast tracks increase work
and muscular fatigue. This
survey does not support the
previously held view that
slow or muddy tracks and
longer races make horses
more susceptible to bowed
tendons.

ALSE PREGNANCY IN MARES

Soals is tallied. It'is hard to
magine a more frustrating
experience than trying and
fiiling repeatedly to get a
mare in foal. The research
being done at the Univ. of
Florida has been aimed at
understanding the events
which take place in the
mare’s uterus during the
very early stages of preg-
nancy so that we can
recognize what goes wrong
from time to time.

before the abnormal can
even be recognized. Once
the normal events are
known, and abnormal
events are encountered,
only then can reasonable
and rational corrective or
preventive measures be
taken.

As an example, let’s take
the case of two automobile
mechanics. One mechanic
who doesn’t really under-
stand how engines work
may fuss around, replacing
this and that until he finally
gets it running. On the
other hand, the mechanic
who understands engines is
better able to diagnose the
difficulty correctly the first
time, and fix the engine. It
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effective and better able to
solve the problems. So it is
with animal health. The bet-
ter understanding we have
of the normal events, the
better we will be able to
recognize when problems
arise and the better we will
be able to fix them.

In order to better com-
prehend these research
results, it may be helpful to
review, briefly, some major
points about the mare’s
estrous cycle. The cycle is
comprised of two major
parts, estrus, or heat, and
diestrus, or out of heat.
During estrus, the mare is
sexually receptive and
usually has one or more
large follicles on the ovar-
ies. Toward the end of heat,
one of the follicles ruptures
(ovulates) releasing the egg.
In the place where the folli-
cle had been, a new struc-
ture forms called the corpus

progesterone, which causes
the mare to go out of heat
and the second phase of the
estrous cycle (diestrus) to
begin. This phase is most
important, because it begins
to prepare the uterus for
pregnancy, whether the
mare was bred or not. The
hormone progesterone,
produced by the corpus
luteum, is responsible for at
least two major roles: 1) it
keeps the mare from com-
ing into heat, an essential
function if the mare is in
fact pregnant, 2) it stimu-
lates the secretion of
uterine proteins which are
vital for the survival of the
embryo. However, if the
mare is not pregnant, the
secretion of progesterone
must eventuallv come to a
halt or she would never get
a second opportunity o be-
come pregnmant. Therefore.

after ovulation. when the
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mare must make a critical
‘““yes or no’’ decision. If she
is pregnant (‘‘yes’’ decision)
the corpus luteum and its
secretion of progesterone
must continue. This is
called corpus luteum main-
tenance, or luteostasis. On
the other hand, if she is not
pregnant (“‘no”’ decision)
the corpus luteum must be
removed (luteolysis) and
the secretion of progester-
one stopped so that she can
come into heat and possibly
be bred. This critical deci-
sion takes place about 14
days after ovulation and is
called the maternal recogni-
tion of pregnancy.

The main difference be-
tween corpus luteum main-
tenance and continued
stimulation of uterine pro-
teins and regression of the
corpus luteum is the pre-
sence of an embryo. If an
embryo is present, it some-
how signals the mare so that
she can respond according-
ly. If an embryo is not pre-
sent, the mare regresses the
corpus luteum and begins a
new cycle.

Unfortunately, this mes-
sage is not always clearly
sent or perceived we have
learned, and the inappropri-
ate response can be a conse-
quence. These misinterpre-
tations or the maternal
recogaition of pregnancy
occur at least 18 to 20 per-
cent of the time, at our best
estimate, and could occur
even more frequently.

There are two incorrect
messages which can take
place, a false ‘‘no’’ decision
in which an embryo is pre-
sent but the mare fails to
recognize it, and a false

yes’’ decision in which no
embryo is present but the
mare mistakenly continues
preparation for pregnancy
as if there were an embryo
present.

The first (false negative)
of these is not well docu-

mented, but doubtlessly ex-
ists. This situation might de-
scribe the mare with no ap-
parent uterine infection or
abnormal cycles. When
bred to a proven stallion,
she ‘‘comes up empty”’ or
returns to estrus 14 to 16
days later. This is particular-
ly frustrating since there are
no outward signs of repro-
ductive problems. What is
perplexing is the idea that
many of these mares may
indeed be conceived, and
have a viable embryo in the
uterus, but then lose it be-
cause of some inappropriate
or missing embryonic sig-
nal. As stated above, it is
not known how often this
problem occurs, but it is al-
most certain to exist.

On the other hand, we
are quite certain of the ex-
tent of the problem created
by the false positive. In this
case, the mare mistakenly
maintains the corpus
luteum as if an embryo were
present. This leads to a situ-
ation called spurious preg-
nancy or pseudopregnancy.
Pseudopregnancy can occur
even if a mare has never
been bred. Furthermore, it
is well documented that
pseudopregnancy does oc-
cur anywhere up to 18 to
20 percent of a given band
of mares. Thus this is a
reproductive disorder that
is widely occurring, and
therefore making an impact
on the equine industry.

Research has focused on
the identification of the em-
bryonic signal to the
mother so that we can learn
how this signal might go
astray. Also studied are the
uterine proteins to learn the
importance of certain pro-
teins on the well-being of
the embryo.

Results from the labora-
tory have indicated, con-
vincingly, that a hormone
secreted by the uterus is
likely responsible for the re-

gression of the corpus
luteum in nonpregnant
mares. This hormone is
called prostagladin F o
(PGF) and is secreted by the
nonpregnant uterus on Day
14 after ovulation. This
results in regression of the
corpus luteum. On the
other hand, we have found
that secretion of PGF is
blocked in pregnant mares.
Furthermore, we have seen
that this block of PGF secre-
tion can be tested by incu-
bating a small piece of
uterine tissue (endome-
trium) with embryonic
membranes in yitro. Only
certain portions of the em-
bryo, called the yolk sac,
appeared to have the ability
to block PGF secretion. At
any rate, it seems clear that
the equine embryo is able to
signal its presence by virtue
of blocking PGF secretion,

HE

and thus preventing regres-
sion of the corpus luteum.

Therefore, much pro-
gress has been made in the
laboratory to understand
the normal mechanisms of
the maternal recognition of
pregnancy. Attention will
now be turned to relatively
sophisticated biochemical
procedures to examine the
uterine and embryonic pro-
teins to see which ones
might be responsible for
this critical message. When
we have identified the key
proteins or hormones, then
studies can be made to see
why they do not function in
some mares.

With this understanding
will come the ability to
diagnose and treat problem
breeding mares rationally
and effectively.
